The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 7, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Knott and Evert present.  Bob Stevens, Deputy Matt Giddings and Brian Julius of Moore Engineering were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $13.03; Inter-Community Telephone - $89.21; Farm Plan - $967.59;  Bob Stevens - $45.67; Quality Bank - $131.70; Otter Tail Power Co. - $1,133.59; Galesburg Elevator - $314.65; New Century Press - $75.35; Reardon Office Equipment - $76.96; Judy Johnson - $67.28; Workforce Safety & Insurance - $447.36.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.50;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Quality Bank - $258.60;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $377.40; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,1590.00;  Ferguson Waterworks - $64.30; Bob Stevens - $2.58; Railroad Management - $109.81; ND Sewage Pump Lift Station Service Co. - $12,180.00.
The Auditor stated that she has gotten approval from the State on using funds from the Lagoon Fund and the Lift Station fund to pay the invoice from ND Sewage Pump Lift Station Service Co. for the new lift station pumps.  Motion by Knott and second by Evert to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented and withdrawing equal amounts from the Lagoon Fund and Lift Station Fund to pay for lift station pumps.  Motion carried unanimously.
Deputy Giddings presented his report stating that January was a slow month with only three calls.  He stated that he is setting up to have a Bike Patrol Deputy here in June to have a bicycle rodeo for area children teaching them safety issues for bikes.  He is hoping to have a snowmobile safety class arranged for next fall.
Brian from Moore Engineering was present to update the Council on the Sewer Re-lining Project and the Water Tower Project.  It is hoped to get a grant in the amount of $200,000 to $230,000 through Lake Agassiz.  That meeting should be at the end of this month.  A letter has been received from USDA stating that we will quality for only a 45% grant.  A discussion was had on perhaps doing this project in phases over a few years.  Further discussion was tabled until next month.

Mayor Larck asked if it was possible to pay off Starion Bonds early as there are funds available in the Street Improvements Fund.  The Auditor stated that she would call them and have a report for the next meeting.

Stevens stated that he is in need of a battery charger at a cost of about $35-$40 and also should have a back up sump pump for the auditorium at a cost of about $100.00.  The Council approved these purchases.

Motion by Evert and second by Knott to adopt a resolution to designate Elm River Credit Union as a depository for funds designated as Repairs & Maintenance – Water and Repairs & Maintenance – Sewer and any other funds as deemed necessary.  Motion carried unanimously.

Correspondence was reviewed from Airborne Spraying and Vector Control.  No action taken.

Past due water bills were reviewed.  Shut-off notices will be sent  to four accounts.  

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, March 7, 2011 at 6:00 pm.
