The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on April 13, 2015 at 7:30 a.m. following the Tax Equalization Meeting with Heidorn, Erickson and Dahl present.  Mayor Larck and Knott were absent.  Deputies Joe Hedin and Thomas Behm were also present.  Council Vice-President Heidorn opened the meeting.
Motion by Dahl and second by Erickson to approve the March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.44; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.39; Farm Plan - $1,157.38; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $1,132.14; M & M Grocery - $19.83; ND Insurance Dept. - $12.45; Menards (Visa).- $25.43; Office Max (Visa) - $121.95; Cass County Reporter - $63.08.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $432.12; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,388.00; S&W Electric Motor (Visa) - $172.00; ND One Call- $3.30; Team Laboratory - $608.50.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Joe Hedin gave his monthly report.  There were two calls for service during the previous month.
The property located at Argus Avenue and Fifth Street recently acquired by the City was discussed.  The trailer house has been demolished and removed from the property.  As soon as the property is further cleaned up, it will be put up for bids.  
Justin Hall of Moore Engineering sent an email to the Council giving a construction update.  Bohlman Contracting has been contacted and he is hoping to start back up the first week of May weather permitting.  Some of the items remaining to be completed are as follows:  Restore storm water pollution prevention items (straw wattles, inlet bags); remaining culvert installation; ditch grading (additional grading to the highway); concrete (curb & gutter, valley gutter); gravel removal and asphalt pavement patches; final restoration (riprap, topsoil and seeding).  Substantial Completion Date per Change Order No. 1 – Friday, May 29, 2015.  Final Completion Date per Change Order No. 1 – Friday, June 19, 2015.
Renaissance Zone discussion was tabled until next meeting.
Trees were again discussed.  Dahl stated that they would like 8 – 12 trees for the Park.  The Auditor presented some material to the Council regarding becoming a Tree City USA.  A tree board will need to be appointed again and the tree ordinance revised.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to have Mayor Larck prepare and sign a Proclamation declaring Friday, May 1, 2015 as Arbor Day for the City of Page.  Motion carried unanimously.  Further discussion regarding Tree City USA was tabled until the next meeting.
Discussion was had on possible candidates for the Page Park Board. One more member is needed.

Clean up Week is May 10th – 16th.  Dumpsters will arrive about the 7th or 8th and will remain for two weeks or until they are both full.  

The 2014 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report was presented to the Council for their review.  This will be placed on the City website and also at some area businesses.  It is also available from the City Auditor upon request.

Past Due water and sewer bills were discussed.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, May 11, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
