The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on April 9, 2013 at 6:15 p.m. following the Tax Equalization Meeting with Larck,, Knott, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Atkinson was absent. Sarah Nyhus of Ohnstad Twichell, Deputy Thompson, Kelvin Mack and one other guest were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve the February and March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Heidorn and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Thompson was not present at the meeting to present a report for this month.                     
Sarah Nyhus of Ohnstad Twichell updated the Council on the Punton building. A Notice of Dangerous Building will be sent out to the owners of the property tomorrow signed by Mark Housh, Building Inspector.  The notice states that they have until May 1st to vacate or repair or demolish said property.  Nyhus will be talking to their attorney advising him of this Notice and once the notice has been mailed she will let us know.  At that time the Notice will need to be posted on the doors of the stated property buildings.  
An e-mail was received from Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering updating the Council on the progress for the generator.    The bidding on the project has been put on hold as USDA Rural Development has not approved the plans and specs as yet.
The new Animal Ordinance is being researched and still needs to be written and presented for a 1st and 2nd reading.  Item tabled until ordinance is developed.

The building of a new shop was discussed again.  The grant writer that Larck contacted will not be able to fit  us in her schedule but did give him leads where to go for grants.  Apparently ELMR is interested in joining the City in the building of this shop.
Clean –up Week is scheduled for May 5th – 11th.  Two 30 yard containers will be placed behind the Auditorium.

The Auditor announced that the Street Improvement Bonds will be fully paid next week.

The Council discussed the need to talk with Moore Engineering about getting storm sewer drains fixed.  Kelvin Mack will contact Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering.

There have been requests from some residents to place gravel in their alleyways as they have deteriorated.  The need for gravel in other areas was also discussed.  It was decided to order gravel as soon as possible.

Correspondence was reviewed.

Past due Water & Sewer bills were reviewed with four notices of shut off to be sent.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.
