The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on August 10, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson all present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the June and July minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $176.35; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.95; Farm Plan - $889.24; Payroll Taxes - $325.54; Otter Tail Power Co. - $811.40; Jurgen Suhr - $25.00; Page Oil - $123.94; Shotwell Floral - $53.74; M&M Grocery - $52.49; Office Depot - $70.27; Teresa Heidorn (July mowing) - $444.00; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance, mowing, etc.) - $1,641.80; Menard’s – $115.86; Mac’s - $21.48; Garden Hut - $167.46; Central Sales - $21.69.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00;  Otter Tail Power Company – $162.53; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,328.00; Arthur Companies - $220.00; The Forum - $1,130.88; Office Depot - $134.16; Judy Johnson (postage) - $3.54.  Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Replacement Project.  The following items were discussed:
1. Additional concrete work to be done by EEE, Inc.  Need to get a date when this can be completed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Change Order #3 in the amount of $7,868.70 for this additional concrete work.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve Contractor’s payment #4 in the amount of $36,122.35.  Motion carried unanimously.
3. Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to approve Moore Engineering Invoice for payment in the amount of $4,245.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. Justin Hall stated that he has reviewed the video provided by Jet Way showing roots in sewer system.  Lines have been cleaned sufficiently now so it is not an immediate problem but drains slowly.  This will be monitored closely for any major problems developing again soon.  
A new Lawn Mower for the City has been ordered from Galesburg Equipment and should be delivered in about a week.  The Cub Cadet lawn mower will be listed for sale as soon as possible.
The search for a new Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor was discussed.  No other applications have been received.  
Lake Agassiz has contacted the City a few times regarding the Administrative Fee of $11,000 due on the Page Housing Development Grant.  A letter will be sent to the President of the Page Housing Board regarding this.
Correspondence was received from the Fargo Cass Public Health suggesting that cities ban smoking in City Parks.  No action taken at this time.

Five trees will need to be ordered and planted in October for the two residents that lost trees during the storm sewer project.  

Cleaning and repairs to the Auditorium was discussed.  Two new doors will be ordered for the east side of auditorium.  Some areas of the linoleum in the men’s room and the hallway outside the restrooms is in need of replacement.  Estimates will be gotten for this and also for contracting someone to clean auditorium on a regular basis.  The locks to the auditorium will be re-keyed as soon as possible and use of auditorium will be monitored closely so as to not interfere with scheduled events.
 A Special City Council Meeting will be held on August 31st at 7:00 a.m. to review the Preliminary Budgets for the City and the Park District and to also discuss the job search for a new Public Works Supervisor/Maintenance person.

Erickson stated that the City Shop is in need of repairs or replacement.  The City needs a larger building to place equipment inside.  The Council discussed this at great detail.  About a 60 x 80 building would be needed.  Some estimates will be gathered.

Heidorn stated that door closures are needed for the doors at the Concession Stand Restrooms so they will close properly.  These will be ordered as soon as possible.

Heidorn also stated that we can longer avoid the issue of street improvements.  These will need to be done soon.  The process should be started now so project can begin in 2017.

Other correspondence was reviewed.   
Past Due water and sewer bills were discussed.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, September 14, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
