The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on August 12, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.   Kelvin Mack and two other guests were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the July minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.96; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.63; Farm Plan - $258.71; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $620.22; M&M Grocery - $5.33; ERCU Visa - $260.41.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Co. – $70.26; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,536.00; ND One Call - $3.30; Post Office - $17.65; Arthur Companies - $125.00; Dirt Pro - $6,500.00.
Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Items Discussed:
1) Punton Building – Owner is emptying buildings.  There are plans to demolish buildings soon.  The City will attempt to get an estimated completion date for this project.

2) Trailer Bids – no bids have been received as yet.
3) Street Repairs – Larck will advise Moore Engineering that the City would like estimates for improving the streets and possible assessments for the project.  Also it was discussed that gravel needs to be ordered and placed on some streets and alleys.

4) Heidorn stated that the south side of lower ball diamond was mowed by someone.  It looks very good.  He stated that the City is in need of a 3 point mower to do heavy duty mowing such as this and other ditches and the lagoon.  He presented an estimate from RDO Casselton for an 8 foot 3 point mower, Model #HX8 in the amount of $5,250.  There would be City government discounts that would lower this amount.  Mack will call Galesburg to get an estimate from them also.  This will be discussed at the next meeting.

5) RV Park – Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to waive the camping fee for former Council Member Tom Atkinson for the month he resided there until his new residence was ready.  Motion carried unanimously.
6) The importance of City Council members attending Council meetings was discussed.

7) Dirt Pro will be doing some work at the city landfill to prepare for burning.  Will need to apply for burning permit from the State.

8) Lift Station Generator – Fritz Electric was here last Thursday.  They plan on starting this week and hope to be done within the week.

9) The City received an email from Glen Lueck of the Rural Community Assistance Corporation inquiring if we needed to have an emergency response plan and a vulnerability assessment completed for the water system.  The Auditor will check to see if our plan is outdated and inform Mr. Lueck if we need one done.

10) Past Due water bills were discussed.

11) The October and November council meetings will be held at 7:00 a.m. due to harvest.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, September 9, 2013 at 8:00 a.m.
