The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on December 10, 2014 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson present.   Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve the November minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $91.32; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.29; Farm Plan - $2,273.69; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $762.98; Cass County Reporter - $159.36; M & M Grocery - $35.96; Ihry Insurance - $579.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,237.60; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $126.40; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,334.00; ND One Call - $11.00; ND Rural Water Systems Association - $225.00.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  Gate Valves have all been completed.   Asphalt will be done right away in the spring.  Final grading not done as yet in ditch to County Road. Clean up work also to be done.  In the northwest part of town three of four culverts have been completed. The substantial completion date was discussed and final completion date to be the third week of June.  The Council would like to see if it could be done by Community Days.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Change Order to extend substantial completion date to May 29, 2015 and extend final completion date to June 19, 2015.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to approve Contractor’s Application for Payment #2 in the amount of $89,082.44.  Motion carried unanimously.

Moore Engineering has determined they are 55% complete and have submitted invoice for $7,075.00.

Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve payment to Moore Engineering.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to have Moore Engineering complete and submit the Clean Water State Revolving Fund Questionnaire for Potential Financial Assistance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Knott brought up that once the storm sewer project has been completed, the East Ditch should be maintained regularly to keep cattails out.  The use of chemicals could be used to control the cattails.  He will look into what type of chemicals would be best and also check the cost.  He stated that it should be fairly inexpensive.

Correspondence was reviewed.

Past due water bills were reviewed.  
It was brought up that a new faucet was installed in the Auditorium Kitchen. This was donated and installed by Gary Hiam. A thank you will be sent to him.
