The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on December 12, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Atkinson, Knott and Evert present.  Erickson was absent.  Brian Julius of Moore Engineering was also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Approval of last month’s minutes postponed until next meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $85.31; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.48; Farm Plan - $1,451.56; Payroll Taxes - $117.08; Otter Tail Power Co. - $670.15;  Galesburg Elevator - $350.87; M&M Grocery - $20.04; Kelvin Mack - $15.74; Ihry Insurance - $294.00; Cass County Gov’t - $250.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.50;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $751.68;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $119.86; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,115.00; Ferguson Water Works - $97.19; Tom Atkinson - $475.00; Grainger  - $815.50.
Motion by Knott and second by Evert to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Julius of Moore Engineering stated that the additional televising of sewer lines that was needed has now been completed and has been reviewed.  We are still hoping to close out the Rural Development loan this month as the interest is now 3%.  Bidding on the project is expected to be done in January.
Julius also reported on the progress of the Water Tower Project.  Project is now complete.  Motion by Evert and second by Knott to approve the final payment of the SRF funds.  Motion carried unanimously.    Motion by Atkinson and second by Knott to authorize the Mayor to execute documents to close the loan on the Water tower project and the Release and assignment of the State share of Refunds, rebates and credits.  Motion carried unanimously.   Motion by Evert and second by Knott to approve Moore Engineering’s proposed estimates for work on lagoon.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approved Moore Engineering’s proposed estimates for work on sewer lines.  Motion carried unanimously.

The need for the appointment of a Special Assessment Committee was explained by Brian Julius.  This is required by Rural Development as a way to guarantee payment of their loan to the City for the Sewer Re-Lining Project.  The Council was instructed to think of three people who could serve on this committee and will be appointed at next month’s meeting.

The condemnation project was discussed.  The State Health Department has received a complaint regarding this building so will be looking into this matter also.

Arthur Companies is looking to put a building on some recently acquired lots near the elevator and would like to look into possibly vacating the alley adjacent to the properly if it has not already been done.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approve vacating of alley.  Motion carried unanimously.

Past due water bills were discussed and shut-off notices will be sent.  
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, January 9, 2012 at 6:00 pm.
