The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on December 14, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn all present.

Mayor Larck opened the Public Hearing at 7:00 a.m. on December 14, 2015 to consider the petition filed with the City Auditor requesting the vacation of the following described alley:

The alley in Block 6 of Second Addition to the City of Page, Cass County, North Dakota, as the same extends east and west of said Block with Lots 7 through 9 on the north side thereof and Lots 10 through 12 on the south side thereof.  

The City Auditor reports that no protest or objection has been received or filed in the office of the City Auditor and no person is present at this Hearing to protest or object to such vacation.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to adopt a Resolution to vacate said alley described above.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:10 a.m. and the regular meeting of the Page City Council continued with all City Council members present and Justin Hall and Brandon Oye of Moore Engineering and Deputy Brad Nitschke and two other guests also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.

Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve the November minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Lucas Erickson and Chris Erickson of CLM Services were at the meeting to present their Snow Removal Contract to the City Council for their approval. Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the Contract and authorize Mayor Larck to sign said Contract.  Motion carried unanimously with Council Member Matt Erickson abstaining from the vote. 
MOORE ENGINEERING REPORT:

1) Gate valve & hydrant issue near Concession Stand at Park will be addressed on December 17th by a Waterous representative.  They are the manufacturer of the hydrant.

2) The improvement district boundary map was reviewed.  The Council stated that there is an area on the northwest edge of town that should be included in the improvement district.  This will be added. Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to pass a resolution creating the Street Improvement District No. 2016-1 with the revision noted above.  Motion carried unanimously.

3) Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to direct Moore Engineer to prepare the Engineer’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.

4) Reviewed Engineer’s Report. Moore Engineering stated that they have finished reviewing the 2010 televising tapes of the sanitary sewer pipe specifically underneath streets that are to be improved.  Sanitary sewer mains within rear yards or alley ways were not reviewed.  Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to approve the Engineer’s Report.  Motion carried unanimously.
5) Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to adopt a Resolution of Necessity for the Street Improvement District No. 2016-1.  Motion carried unanimously.

6) A Public Informational Meeting was scheduled for Thursday, January 14th at 7:00 pm.  The Protest Hearing was scheduled for Monday, January 25th at 7:00 pm.

7) Current Engineering Fees are at $17,097.00.

8) Moore Engineering is having an Open House this Wednesday and Council and Staff were invited to attend. 
Discussion of the Public Works/ Maintenance position was tabled until a later meeting.
The Public Hearings for the CDBG grants have been rescheduled for the January Council meeting.

Some damage was done to Morton Avenue near the RV Park from a construction trailer from out of town which lost their tire.  The firm did report this to the Auditor.  Moore Engineering will check the damage when leaving town today to see how extensive the damage is to the street.

Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, January 11, 2016 at 7:00 a.m.
