The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 13, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Evert and Knott present.  Atkinson and Erickson were absent.  Kelvin Mack and Deputy Chad Thompson were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Evert and second by Knott to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Thompson gave his monthly report.  There were 8 calls for service.  There was a complaint of dogs running loose.  Deputy Thompson stated he would go and talk to the owners right after the meeting.  
Bidding on the Sewer Project will be February 23rd at 1:00 pm in the Auditorium.  An email was received from Moore Engineering asking about the disposal of concrete debris as well as any extra clay/dirt material contractors remove from the lagoon portion of the sanitary sewer project.  Larck stated he would talk to EEE, Inc. to see if they could use any of this elevator or Knott stated that it was possible the Elevator could use it.  This material cannot be placed in the City Landfill per state regulations.

Motion by Evert and second by Knott to designate Quality Bank of Page as the depository for public funds and also Elm River Credit Union for the Repair and Maintenance funds for water and sewer.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Audit and 2012 City Financial Statement were reviewed.  Audit has been sent to State Auditor for review.
Correspondence was reviewed with no action taken.

Past due water bills were discussed and shut-off notices will be sent to three accounts.
Larck stated that the Page Development Corporation will be meeting at 9 am on February 14th and anyone interested may attend.
