The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 12, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn and Dahl present.  Erickson was absent.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to approve the December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

CLM Services will be contacted for that contract.  Due to some conflict of interest issues, Mayor Larck made the following changes in Council portfolios:

Streets – Jim Heidorn (formerly City Landfill)
City Landfill – Matt Erickson (formerly Streets)
The property located at 505 Argus Avenue which was recently acquired by the City was discussed.  The City will look into contracting someone to have trailer removed from property and the lot will be cleaned up in spring and released for sale.  The propane tank may be sold separately.
A lengthy discussion was had on acquiring trees for the park and other areas in the City.  There is still someone interested in assisting the City financially with this project. More information will be gathered on this project as to type of trees suitable for this area, etc.
The Council also discussed cleaning up around City Shop and getting rid of the old shed located near the Shop.  This will be done as weather permits.

Heidorn asked whether or not the compost pile located at south edge of town is necessary.  Is it more trouble than it is worth? And some think it is an eyesore.  Further discussion on this subject was tabled until a later meeting.

Correspondence was reviewed.

Past due water bills were reviewed.
