The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 14, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Atkinson, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Deputy Thompson, Kelvin Mack and three other guests were also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.63; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.12; Farm Plan - $1,625.39; Payroll Taxes - $481.60; Otter Tail Power Co. - $896.50;  Galesburg Elevator - $290.39; Avenet, LLC - $350.00; Heyer Engineering - $749.50; Moore Engineering - $3,132.85.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.42; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $564.36;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $173.05; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,760.63;  ERCU Visa (office supplies) - $45.10.  Copies of the invoices for Heyer Engineering and Moore Engineering will be sent to the Page Development Corporation as they have stated they will assist in the expenses incurred on the Punton property. 
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Terry Langdahl was present at the meeting to state that he would be closing on the Page Housing 10-plex today.  He stated he would like to see if the alley could be vacated and if a variance would be available on how close a garage can be to a lot line.  The Council stated that they would look into this.  
Deputy Thompson gave his report.  There were three calls for service last month.

Sarah Nyhus of Ohnstad Twichell was present at the meeting to update Council on the Punton property.  She has talked to the Punton’s attorney and apparently they are looking into getting the roof repaired on the main building.  A discussion was had by the Council that a firm timeline needs to be set when repairs and clean-up needs to be done.  Nyhus will inform Punton’s attorney that the Council will expect a written plan of action of what will be done to the property and when it will be done.  They would like to see this plan at the next Council meeting scheduled by February 11, 2013; and will expect repairs and cleanup to be accomplished 60 days from that meeting.
The Council reviewed the updated budget sheet from Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering regarding the Sewer Rehabilitation Project.  There will be grant funds available for the purchase of a generator for the Lift Station. The estimated cost to the City would be $11,629.10.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the purchase of a generator with an automatic transfer switch.  Motion carried unanimously. The auditor will inform Klabunde to prepare plans and specifications to Rural Development for this purchase.

Heidorn stated that the new tractor should be delivered by the middle of February.  

The Council instructed Kelvin Mack that he could contact Jurgen Suhr to see if he would be able to attach adapters needed to front of pickup in order to install snow blade.

Past due Water Bills were reviewed.  

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, February 11, 2013, at 8:00 am.
