The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 9, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with Evert, Knott and Erickson present.  Larck and Atkinson were absent.  Brian Julius and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were also present.  Kelvin Mack was also present.  Vice-President Evert opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Julius reported on the Water Tower project.  The final bills have been approved and funding should be available soon to close out this project.
Julius reported that the Loan closing on the Sewer Project will be January 26, 2012.  Engineering invoices and the invoices for the televising of the sewer lines are being submitted to Rural Development for payment.  Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to approve the submittal of these invoices for payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

The need for the appointment of a Special Assessment Committee was explained by Brian Julius.  This is required by Rural Development as a way to guarantee payment of their loan to the City for the Sewer Re-Lining Project.  The following were nominated for the Special Assessment Committee:  Butch Erickson, Jeff Watts and Gordon Ellenson.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve the Special Assessment Committee nominations as Butch Erickson (3 year term), Jeff Watts (1 year term) and Gordon Ellenson (5 year term).  Motion carried unanimously.

The condemnation project was discussed.  The State Health Department has received a complaint regarding this building so will be looking into this matter also.

Arthur Companies is looking to put a building on some recently acquired lots near the elevator and would like to look into possibly vacating the alley adjacent to the properly if it has not already been done.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approve vacating of alley.  Motion carried unanimously.

Past due water bills were discussed and shut-off notices will be sent.
