The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on July 13, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson present.  Larck and Knott were absent.  Deputy Joe Hedin and Justin Hall of Moore Engineering were also present.  Council Vice-President Heidorn opened the meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.44; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.39; Farm Plan - $265.14; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $895.40; ND Insurance Dept. - $594.82;  Cass County Reporter.- $205.81; Page Oil - $70.29; M & M Grocery - $44.00; Gompf Displays - $327.24; Teresa Heidorn (June Mowing, etc.) - $1,182.00; Jim Heidorn - $2,023.50; Shotwell Floral (Visa) - $53.74; Post Office (Visa) - $11.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00;  Otter Tail Power Company – $148.15; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,972.00; Arthur Companies - $315.00; Cass County Reporter - $156.00; Ag Spray Equipment (Visa) - $135.36; ND One Call - $6.60.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Joe Hedin presented his report.  There were 4 calls for service.
Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Replacement Project.  The following items were discussed:
1. Reviewed items that remain to be completed along with general cleanup items.
2. Storm Sewer Cleaning – Additional root cutting was needed.  Change Order No. 2 in the amount of $3,675.00.  Motion by Dahl and second by Erickson to approve Change Order No. 2.  Motion carried unanimously.  Hall stated he is waiting to see the video of storm sewer pipes televised by Jet Way and will share these with Council.
3. Final Payment is expected to be in August or possibly September.
4. Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to authorize the execution of the Certificate of Substantial Completion by the Mayor.  Motion carried unanimously.
Heidorn stated that the Cub Cadet mower now has over 360 hours and some parts are wearing out.  After some discussion on the purchasing of new equipment, this item was tabled until the next meeting.
The search for a new Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor was discussed.  Interviews will be set up with any applicants as soon as possible.
A representative of the City Council will talk with the two residents that had trees removed from their property due to the Storm Sewer Project to see what they would like to have to replace these trees.  Each of these residents should get two trees if possible.  
It was suggested that perhaps a letter should be sent to the Page Housing Board requesting information on their use of grant funds, etc. and possible payment of the administrative fee to Lake Agassiz.  

Past Due water and sewer bills were discussed.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, August 10, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
