A Public Hearing was held on Monday, July 9, 2012 at 6:00 pm to receive comments and respond to questions concerning the City’s Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for the water tower rehabilitation project.  The project was funded with CDBG funds in fiscal year 2011 in the amount of $230,000.  Mayor Larck opened the hearing.  Those attending the hearing were Mayor Larck and Council members Atkinson, Knott and Heidorn.  Kelvin Mack was also present.   As there was no one present at the meeting with comments or questions and no written comments or questions were received, the public meeting was closed.
The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on July 9, 2012 at 6:05 p.m. with Larck, Knott, Atkinson and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.  Kelvin Mack and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Atkinson to approve June minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $85.60; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.51; Farm Plan - $521.71; Payroll Taxes - $169.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $621.47;  Cass County Reporter - $137.46; M&M Grocery - $28.50; Post Office - $279.05; Menards - $62.32; Swanston Equipment - $135.65; State Fire & Tornado - $546.82; Page Regional Airport Authority - $85.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,243.33;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $513.76;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $82.13; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,086.25; Waste Management (Clean-up Week) - $1,344.72; Ferguson Waterworks - $697.25; Fargo Rental - $111.90;  Post Office - $324.70; Cass County Reporter - $44.12.  Invoices from Ferguson Waterworks and Fargo Rental will be sent to Moore Engineering regarding the problem the contractor encountered while televising sewer lines.  These will be presented to the contractor for reimbursement to the City.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Knott gave an update to the Council on the Elevator’s building projects on Young Avenue.  Approximately 800 feet of Young Avenue also needs to be redone due to heavy traffic and water issues.  This project may cost around $50,000 but we are still awaiting a formal estimate on the project.  This item was tabled until estimate received.

Atkinson stated that he talked with a resident regarding burning items in his yard and advised him of the ordinance regarding this issue. 

Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering gave a report on the progress of the Sewer Rehabilitation Project. The main construction on the lagoon has been completed.  Seeding and the gate valve between two cells still need to be done.  Moore Engineering is working with the contractor to return and fix the curb and gutter and some other issues on Argus Avenue.  The cleaning of the sewer mains has been done and the re-lining will begin on Tuesday, July 10th.  This is estimated to take about two weeks.  The rehabilitation of manholes will begin after that.
While working on a project near the elevator, a problem was discovered with a sewer line there where the plug was missing from the end and was washing out underneath and sand and gravel entering the sewer line.  A change order will be prepared for this item and be presented at the next meeting for approval.  The approximate cost will be $1500.00.

Klabunde presented the following two bills for the Council’s approval:

1) Northern Excavating - $6,151.41.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Knott to approve this payment to Northern Excavating.  Motion carried unanimously.
2) Moore Engineering - $8,500.00.   Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve this payment to Moore Engineering.  Motion carried unanimously.
Heidorn asked about the progress on the building condemnation.  The report from the inspector still has not been received.  Mayor Larck asked Tom Klabunde if he could talk with the Moore Engineering inspector to see when this will be received.
Correspondence was reviewed.  An invitation was received from Moore Engineering to attend their golf tournament.  Information was received from the North Dakota Aeronautics Commission about a grant received by the Page Regional Airport Authority.  The auditor received information regarding a seminar that the Rural Development is holding regarding the completion of records concerning grants and loans awarded by them. The auditor was given permission to attend this seminar.
Past due water bills were reviewed.  Notices will be sent out on two accounts.

A resident has raised an issue regarding the asphalt in the alley next to his property.  A neighbor had repaired a sewer line in his yard and the asphalt was broken up to complete this project.  This should be repaired by the homeowner who was repairing his sewer line.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, August 13, 2012, at 6:00 pm.
