The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on June 10, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Atkinson, Knott and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.  Kyle Meyer and Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and Kelvin Mack were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Atkinson and second by Heidorn to approve the May minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.90; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.08; Farm Plan - $211.13; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $825.64;  Cass County Reporter - $175.38; Swanston Equipment  - $63.50; ERCU Visa - $115.08; Gompf Displays - $119.70; Heyer Engineering - $84.50.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Co. – $247.80; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,682.00; Ferguson Waterworks - $2.30; ND One Call - $6.60.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Meyer of Moore Engineering stated that the have completed the street survey and found that most streets are still in fairly good condition but could start deteriorating quickly.  Most streets would be milled with 2” overlay.  May Avenue between 4th and 5th Street is in extremely poor condition.  It was discussed paving Hanna Avenue and 7th Street where there is only gravel now.  It was also discussed to have the Park Road done also.  Moore Engineering presented a preliminary opinion on the cost of this with the two other options and also presented two alternatives on new storm sewers on 3rd and 4th Streets.  It is possible that the Storm Sewer projects would be eligible for a Community Development Block Grant through Lake Agassiz.  This will be looked into.  The streets would have to be paid through Special Assessments and Moore Engineering will have more information on this at the next meeting. 
The deputy was not present at the meeting to submit his monthly report.

It was stated that nothing had been received on the Punton Building as yet.  It was decided to schedule a hearing for July 2nd at 9:00 a.m.  Larck stated he would inform Sarah Nyhus of Ohnstad Law Firm.  It was also decided to schedule the Council meeting for July 2nd at 8:00 a.m. as the Auditor will be gone the next week.
The appointment of a new Council member to replace Council Member Tom Atkinson was discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to appoint Justin Dahl to fill this seat until the 2014 election in June.  At that time there will be an election to fill the two-year unexpired term.  Motion carried unanimously.

Heidorn stated that he has received complaints of several lots in town that are looking unsightly.  Larck will prepare a letter to be inserted with the monthly newsletter.  
Page Community Days is this weekend.  
Correspondence was reviewed.   A letter from Moore Engineering inviting Council members to a golf tournament on July 31st was presented.

The building of a new shop building was discussed again.  A letter will be prepared and sent to ELMR townships to see if they still have an interest in collaborating on this project.

Mosquito control was discussed.  At the present time there is no need to spray for mosquitos as they are just in the very young stage; but if the weather warms up more, spraying will need to be started.  Mosquito dunks have been placed in ditches and other standing water.  Residents should be advised to check their years to make sure they have nothing that holds water as these areas will be breeding areas for mosquitos.

Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, July 2, 2013 at 8:00 a.m.
