The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on June 8, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Knott and Dahl present.  Erickson was absent.  Deputy Joe Hedin and Justin Hall and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve the May minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.67; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.39; Farm Plan - $409.70; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $875.48; Team Laboratory - $64.25;  Menards (Visa).- $380.52; Page Oil - $29.60; Office of State Auditor - $200.00; Cass County Reporter - $73.87; Teresa Heidorn (May Mowing) - $456.00; Mayor & City Council Salary - $2,467.50.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; Waste Management (Clean-up Week) - $1,433.00; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $876.28; Otter Tail Power Company – $185.66; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,638.00; Ferguson Waterworks - $913.69; Cass County Reporter - $156.00; Office Max (Visa) - $99.07; ND One Call - $2.20.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Joe Hedin presented his report.  The use of go-carts and small dirt bikes by young children on city streets was discussed. Safety concerns were expressed by the City Council and some residents have also expressed their concerns.  This issue will be addressed as soon as possible. 

Justin Hall and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Replacement Project.  The following items were discussed:
1.  Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 3 in the amount of $78,812.17.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. Engineer’s Invoice in the amount of $8,490.00.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve payment.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. The Council asked whether or not replacement trees were included in the project for the trees that were removed from a couple of residents’ property in order to complete project.  This issue will be discussed at a later meeting when the preliminary estimates can be reviewed.

4. Discussion of a concrete pad on the corner of 6th Street and Morton was discussed.  Moore Engineering will check into possibilities for the transition into valley gutters.
5. Storm Sewers were cleaned out and problems with tree roots were encountered.  Moore Engineering will get estimate from Jet Way to cut roots out.  

6. Options were discussed regarding East Ditch improvements. 

7. Hall and Meyer reminded Council of the Moore Engineering and Friends 9th Annual Golf Tournament coming up on July 29th.

The Mayor and Auditor along with two members of the Page Development Corporation met with Rikki Roehrich of the North Dakota Department of Commerce on May 21st to discuss the development of a Renaissance Zone.  The meeting was very helpful and Ms. Roehrich gave the meeting attendees some very beneficial information on the development of the Renaissance Zone.  Work will begin on this process as soon as possible. 
The development of an updated Tree Ordinance and appointment of a Tree Committee was also discussed along with the possibility of applying to be a Tree City USA.  Work will begin on this project as soon as possible.

The City Auditor will get the property on 5th Street and Argus Avenue out for bids as soon as possible.

Diane Hubbard was appointed to the Page Park Board by the City Council.

The Mayor signed a Proclamation designating June 13th as “Oscar England Day”.  It is hoped that Oscar will be able to attend the parade as he has also been named Grand Marshal of the Parade.

A special meeting of the Page City Council was held on June 5, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. for the purpose of discussing the hiring of a Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor and to interview an applicant for the position.  Shane Lark, Justin Dahl and Jim Heidorn were in attendance.  Erickson and Knott were absent.  After discussing the results of the special meeting, the Council decided to re-advertise for the Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor position.  The Council would like to see if they can get more applicants by additional advertising.
Page Community Days is June 12th – 14th.  Heidorn will look into spraying for mosquitos and will also look into getting streets cleaned.  

The Administrative Fee in the amount of $11,000 is owed to Lake Agassiz for the Page Manor Housing Grant and Lake Agassiz has requested payment from the City. The City Council will not approve payment of this until a repayment plan has been discussed with the Page Housing Board.  The President of the Board will be contacted.

Ihry Insurance will be moving their office out of the bank building and Quality Bank was wondering if the City would be interested in renting this space for a City office.  This item was tabled until a later meeting.

The Tennis Court and Basketball Court are in need of some repairs. The Park Board will be informed.

The Senior Center would like a Handicap Parking Sign to be located in front of Senior Center.  Mayor Larck will see about getting this ordered.

The North Dakota Health Department did a Water & Wastewater Inspection on May 12th.  No deficiencies were found.

Heidorn stated that the Cub Cadet mower has over 300 hours and perhaps the City should look at trading this in for a new mower before problems arise.  Estimates will be obtained and presented at next meeting.

Branches and twigs have been showing up in the Compost Pile.  A new sign is needed to instruct residents that these are not allowed in the Compost Pile.

Dahl asked that a notice be put in the City newsletter instructing residents NOT to throw grass onto the streets when mowing as this could plug up the storm sewer drains.
Heidorn stated that some of the US Flags need to be replaced and he will get these ordered and put up.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A letter was received from Fargo Cass Public Health regarding smoking in City parks.  Discussion on this was tabled until a later meeting.

Past Due water and sewer bills were discussed.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, July 13, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
