The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on March 10, 2014 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl, and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.   Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering and Kelvin Mack were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to approve the February minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $92.23; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.72; Farm Plan - $591.96; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $989.54; Galesburg Elevator - $493.58; Page Regional Airport Authority - $85.00; Workforce Safety & Insurance - $746.73.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $354.80; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,816.00; Team Lab - $792.25; ERCU Visa - $187.09.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering was present at the meeting to state the CDBG grant of $205,382 was approved for Storm Sewer Improvements and Gate Valve Replacements.  The remainder of the project will be financed with a loan through Clean Water State Revolving Fund.

Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to authorize Moore Engineering to prepare loan application for Storm Sewer Improvements and Gale Valve Replacements.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to direct Moore Engineering to prepare Engineer’s Report for the above project. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Engineer’s Report for the Storm Sewer Improvements and Gate Valve Replacement project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to authorize Moore Engineering to prepare plans and specs for above project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to pass a Resolution of Sponsorship for the Storm Sewer Improvements and Gate Valve Replacement project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Klabunde stated that he will meeting with Kelvin Mack to determine which gate valves need to be replaced and will prepare map.

The Council decided to put the Street Improvement project on hold at the present time.

The City has received the Operator and Maintenance Manual for the Lift Station generator.  Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to approve final payment to Fritz Electric contingent on propane tank being filled.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to pay Moore Engineering’s bill of $6,000 for Sewer project.  Motion carried unanimously.

Dahl stated that he has estimate from Valley Plains Equipment for a Lawn Mower for the Park District in the amount of $9800.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve purchase of this mower for the Park District contingent on loan approval.  Motion carried unanimously.

Other items discussed:
1) Renew Street Improvement CD.

2) Rate increase from Waste Management.  The garbage rate will not be increased at this time.

3) Tax Equalization Meeting will be held on April 14th at 8:00 a.m. with Council meeting immediately after.
4) Past due water and sewer bills were discussed.

5) Freezing water lines – Residents have been informed through notices being placed in local businesses and on the City of Page Facebook.
