Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve the February minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

The PDC is willing to assist the City with any costs to implement this program.  The Council will do further research on this and will attempt to get someone from the ND Commerce Department or someone with experience in establishing a Renaissance Zone to see what steps the City has to take to accomplish this.
Heidorn stated that he would like to see Kelvin Mack at the City meetings.  Mayor Larck said he will talk to Kelvin and the school to see if a substitute bus drive could be found once a month for the City Council meetings.  Heidorn also stated that after using the sander to sand the streets recently it was discovered that it is in need of repairs.  This will be looked into right away.
The Auditor stated that the Street Improvement Certificate of Deposit is up for its annual renewal this week and the Council agreed to continue with its automatic annual renewal with interest added quarterly.
