The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on May 11, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Knott and Dahl present.  Erickson was absent.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and one other guest were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the April minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.17; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.39; Farm Plan - $277.78; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $991.31; Team Laboratory - $3,768.00;  Menards (Visa).- $61.38; Garden Hut (Visa) - $59.98; Scheels (Visa) - $6.44; Cass County Reporter - $78.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $349.25; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,324.00; Ferguson Waterworks - $80.26.  Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Joe Hedin was unable to attend this morning’s meeting but he stated he would email his report for the Council’s review.  Unfortunately, the report was not received before the meeting started.  
Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present at the meeting to update the Council on the Storm Sewer project.  There has been a delay due to wet weather but it is hoped they will be starting soon.  Substantial completion date and final completion dates remain the same.
The Council has been approached by the owner of the farmland adjacent to the East Ditch stating he would like to put in drain tile pipe from the SE corner of town going south essentially covering the ditch at that point connecting his two fields.  He would like to know if the Council would be willing to pay for half of this project. Rough cost of the project is from $28,000 to $30.000.  A lengthy discussion was had regarding this project.  Will this project drain our ditch appropriately?  The Council is against supporting this project at this time and would like some guarantee that the drain would in fact drain south and then east.  Justin Hall will talk with Kyle Meyer at Moore Engineering to look into any other options.

The auditor will contact a representative at the North Dakota Department of Commerce to arrange a meeting to discuss the development of a Renaissance Zone.
The property at the corner of 5th street and Argus Avenue was discussed.  Further clean up and leveling is needed on the lot.  Further discussion was tabled until next meeting.

Gar Satrom was present at the meeting to offer his assistance in the planting of trees.  Twelve trees will be ordered for the Park in three different varieties.  Mr. Satrom stated he would like to see some planted on some boulevards.  Beautifying the entrances to town was also discussed.  Establishing a Tree Committee and Tree ordinance was discussed but tabled until next meeting.  Trees will be ordered and Gar stated he would pick them up.  He will coordinate this with Justin Knott and Justin Dahl.
Clean up Week is this week.  Dumpsters arrived on the 8th and will remain for two weeks or until they are both full.  

Page Community Days is scheduled for June 12th through June 14th.
Larck stated that Kelvin Mack has given his two weeks’ notice so we will need to search for a new Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor.  Notices will be placed around town, on the City website and on Facebook and an ad will also be placed in the Cass County Reporter.  
A new sander will run about $4800.00 and about $400 to mount.  Tabled until a further meeting.  Justin Knott stated that the Elevator may have a water tank that will work to water trees, etc.  

Curb painting needs to get done before Community Days.

Sarah Ritter was appointed to the Page Park Board.  One other member is needed.  Park Clean-up Day has been scheduled for May 16th.

Past Due water and sewer bills were discussed.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, June 8, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
