The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on May 13, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Erickson, Atkinson and Heidorn present.  Knott was absent. Tom Klabunde and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering, Deputy Thompson and Kelvin Mack were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve the April minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.90; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.08; Farm Plan - $2,133.82; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $943.30;  Cass County Reporter - $26.00; Ihry Insurance - $616.00; ERCU Visa - $243.98; M&M Grocery - $14.19.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Co. – $339.03; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,560.00 Ferguson Waterworks - $135.47; ERCU Visa - $186.00.
Motion by Erickson and second by Atkinson to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Thompson presented his monthly report.                     
Klabunde and Meyer of Moore Engineering stated that three bids were received on the Generator.  The lowest bid in the amount of $37,719.00 was received from Fritz Electric of Fargo.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Erickson to award contract to Fritz Electric.  Motion carried unanimously.
Storm Sewers and drains were also discussed with Moore Engineering.  Pipes needs to be replaced that go to the east ditch.  The ditch also needs to be cleaned out.  Council stated that they will look into a possible grant for storm sewers.  The cost estimates will be gathered.

Streets will be in need of repairs soon.  Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to authorize Moore Engineering to do a street survey to determine what work needs to be done and when.  Motion carried unanimously.

A hearing date needs to be scheduled on the Punton property.  Tuesday, May 28th or Monday, June 3rd at 9:00 a.m. was discussed.  Larck stated that he would coordinate with Sarah Nyhus of Ohnstad Law Firm to determine which date would work for all involved and will inform the Council of the hearing date.
Clean-up Week is in progress.  Roll-off  Dumpsters filled up rapidly and will be picked up at the end of this week.  A fall clean-up week was discussed.

Page Community Days is scheduled for June 14 – June 16.

RV Park rates were discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Atkinson to set the rates as follows:  $20.00/day or $120.00/week.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Atkinson and second by Heidorn to designate the Cass County Reporter as the City’s official newspaper.

Heidorn stated that when the power was off recently he noticed how difficult it was to move generator from lift station to water tower and to auditorium for operating sump pump.  He suggested that we look for a trailer with ramp.  This could also be used for hauling small equipment in for repairs if necessary.  Larck stated that he will get bids on trailers.

With deep regret the Council accepted the resignation of Tom Atkinson from the City Council effective July 1st.  Atkinson will be moving from the City and will no longer be able to be a Council member.  He will remain the Otter Tail Company’s representative for our area.  Atkinson has been a Council Member for 22 years.  The Council will look at appointing someone to fill this position until the next election in 2014.

Past due Water & Sewer bills were reviewed with three notices of shut off to be sent.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, June 10, 2013 at 8:00 a.m.
