The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 10, 2014 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson present.  Knott was absent.  Justin Hall and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the October minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $91.21; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.29; Farm Plan - $298.91; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $679.76; Post Office - $349.50; Galesburg Elevator - $462.68; Yahoo, Inc. (Website) - $34.95.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,237.60; Waste Management (Clean-up Week) - $1,391.28; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $100.25; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,024.00; Post Office - $598.35; H&H Coatings - $2,350.00; Ferguson Waterworks - $229.44.  Motion by Dahl and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Items discussed:

1. Justin Hall and Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering were present to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  Nine gate valves out of 13 have been completed.  The Storm Sewer project at intersection of Argus Avenue and 4th Street is finished.  There is more storm sewer work to be done in northwest part of town.  The plan is to get all underground work done this year.  The asphalt paving will need to wait till spring. Gravel will be brought in to bring areas up to grade and then removed in spring and asphalt paving done.  There are three work change orders needed to be approved as follows:

(a) Gravel to be brought in for winter – removed in spring.  Additional cost about $6,480.00.

(b) Cleaning east ditch from previous end point to Highway 26.  Additional cost about $6,000.00.

(c) Add another gate valve to project – Additional cost about $4,500.00.

Moore Engineering stated that we do have $25,000 in the budget for contingencies.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the above 3 change orders.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The substantial completion date for Storm Sewer/Gate Valve Improvement project has been set for November 29, 2014 with the final completion set for the first week of June in 2015.

Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve payment to Bohlman Construction in the amount of $83,423.27.  Motion carried unanimously. Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to approve payment to Moore Engineering in the amount of $8,490.00.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. Discussion was held on excessive amount of corn spilled on 5th Street from trucks hauling in from the east and the deterioration of the gravel road extending east on 5th street.  The Council instructed that a bill be sent to McMartin Farms for a truckload of gravel to repair road ($350.00) and a clean-up fee for the corn spillage in the amount of $150.00.
3. Mayor Larck stated that we have until April 1st if we would like to order some trees through Cass County Soil Conservation District.  Dahl stated that they would like some maples and American lindens for the Park, but they are unavailable through Cass county Soil Conservation District.  He will research prices on these trees.  This discussion was tabled until a later meeting.
4. The culvert work being done by the County south of Highway 26 was discussed.  The Council decided that they do not want the forced main leading to the lagoon changed in any way.  The County should investigate other options.  Due to the many projects underway in the City at this time, the Council stated that the City cannot contribute any funds to this culvert project.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to inform Cass County that the City does not want any changes made to the forced main leading to the lagoon. Other options should be investigated.  Motion carried unanimously.
5. The Water Tower Inspection and Maintenance Report was received from H&H Coatings and was reviewed by the Council. Moore Engineering requested a copy of this report which will be emailed to them.
6. Dahl asked whether the water had been turned off at Concession stand at ball park and if building had been winterized.  Mack stated that water had been turned off a few weeks ago and it was his understanding the Park Board was going to winterize it that same weekend.  The Auditor stated that she would check with Park Board president to see if this had been done and will inform Council Member Dahl of her findings.

7. Erickson stated that EEE, Inc. will not be doing any snow removal this winter.  He stated that three employees of EEE, Inc. have formed a snow removal service called CLM Services and would be able to assist the City in snow removal.  The Council requested a Contract be presented to them for approval.

8. The Auditor stated that she has been looking into a notification system to notify City residents by phone of any water shutoffs or any other emergency matters.  This matter was tabled until a later meeting so more information can be gathered and the cost involved.

9. Past due water bills were reviewed.  Three shut off notices will be sent out.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 a.m.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, December 8, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
