The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 12, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Knott was absent.  Tom Klabunde and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering and two other guests were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to approve the October minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.90; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.63; Farm Plan - $1,090.14; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $631.85; Menards - $24.96; Northern Tool - $48.32; Office Max - $227.44; Website Expenses - $384.95; H.A. Thompson & Sons - $550.48; Deluxe Checks - $77.22; Matt Erickson (RDO) - $627.09.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; Waste Management (Fall Clean-up) - $1921.92; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Company – $50.46; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,036.00; ND One Call - $3.30; Post Office (envelopes) - $567.30.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approved Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Items Discussed:
1) Bills have been received from Moore Engineering and Ohnstad Twichell on the Punton building project.  The Page Development Corporation had agreed to pay half of these bills.  They will meeting in January.  Once all bills have been received, copies will be provided to the PDC.
2) No deputy was present at the meeting to present a report.  The auditor stated that a letter had been sent out to a resident regarding his dog running loose in community.
3) Brooks Whitmore was present at meeting to update Council on the Page Manor Housing (16 plex).  New board members have been selected and Brooks Whitmore is President of the Board.  He stated that they would like to see three more street lights added to the area of the housing units.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve addition of three more street lights.  Motion approved unanimously.  Otter Tail Power Company will be contacted by Erickson. Whitmore also stated that they are looking for grants or donations to update apartment units.  The Board is in the process of gathering estimates for work that needs to be done.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to donate $5,000 from the City Sales Tax Fund to Page Manor Housing. Motion approved unanimously.
4) Moore Engineering stated that the Generator has been installed.  It does need a proper weatherproof switch that has been backordered.  It should be replaced this month.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to pay Fritz Electric $33,947.10.  Ten per cent of total bill will be retained until work is completed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5) Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering presented the Council with some estimates on street improvements with two alternatives and also estimate on store sewer repairs.  He stated that an application will be presented to CDBG for the storm sewers.  This would be due in January.  The street improvements will need to be paid by special assessments.   Motion by Erickson and second by Erickson to authorize Moore Engineering to prepare grant application to CDBG for storm sewer repairs.  Motion approved unanimously.  A public meeting should be held to inform the community residents of the street improvements needed and the cost.  The meeting was tentatively scheduled for Monday, December 16th at 7:00 p.m.  City Council meeting will be held immediately following the public meeting.  Notices will be posted and ads placed in Cass County Reporter regarding meeting.
6) Still have not been able to get gravel delivered.  Kelvin is trying to fix dump ground road.  This will probably have to be closed until spring.  Still awaiting burn permit also.  

7) The City received notification from the State Tax Commissioner that a negative amount was collected last month for sales tax.  The Council directed the auditor to notify the State Tax Commissioner to take this amount from future collections.

8) Other correspondence was reviewed.  A letter was received from Red Cross asking if the Council would like the Page City Auditorium designated as a Red Cross Shelter.  The Council decided to decline at this time.

9) Past due Water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, December 16, 2013 following the public meeting to be held at 7:00 p.m.
