The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 14, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Knott and Erickson present.  Atkinson and Evert were absent.  Brian Julius of Moore Engineering was also present at the meeting along with Kelvin Mack and one other guest.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to approve the October minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $84.58; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.48; Farm Plan - $192.50; Payroll Taxes - $117.08; Otter Tail Power Co. - $633.65;  New Century Press - $120.33; Judy Johnson - $34.95; Avenet Web Solutions - $350.00; Dan Madsen - $180.00; M&M Grocery - $8.36; Kelvin Mack - $43.02.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.50;  City of Fargo - $104.00; Payroll Taxes - $751.68; Otter Tail Power Co. – $73.06; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,433.75; Ferguson Water Works - $2,494.89; ND One Call - $15.60; ND Sewage  Pump Lift Station Service Co. - $250.00; Page Cafe - $13.85.
Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Deputy was not present at the meeting to give a report.

A resident of Page was present at the meeting to question the letter sent to him from the City regarding the llama that he has on his property.  He stated that he could not understand why he could not have this as a pet.  The Council explained to him that a llama would be classified as a farm animal and as such cannot be kept on his property according to city ordinances.  The Council stated that if he is still unhappy about this action, the City will check with the City Attorney for a clarification of the ordinance for him.





 
Larck stated that he has spoken with the City Attorney regarding the condemnation process on the building located at Morton Avenue and 2nd Street and the process is looking optimistic.  It is hoped to have a report soon.
Julius of Moore Engineering gave a report on the Water Tower Project.  The project is ready to be closed out.  The Department of Health has done its walk through.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve the payment of $25,410.00 to H&H Coatings and $15,750.00 to Lake Agassiz for administering the grant.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to approve the closing of the grant by authorizing the Mayor to sign the Completion Certification Form for CDBG.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Water Tower was put back in service on October 19, 2011.  Initiation of Operation Letter to be sent to State.  The final inspection was done on October 19, 2011 and this will be the beginning of the warranty period.
An update on the Sewer Project was given by Julius of Moore Engineering.  Visu-Sewer Company will be contacted for an estimate on televising sewer lines.  The company first contacted did not show up when scheduled.  It is hoped to close loan portion of Sewer Project with Rural Development before January 1st.  Interest rate is now at 3.375%. Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to authorize the Mayor to execute paperwork necessary to close loan with Rural Development and sign Certified Right of Way Map and Right of Way Certificate.  Motion carried unanimously.
Knott stated that the elevator would like to build a storage warehouse on a lot recently acquired on Young Avenue.  It is possible a street may need to be vacated that is north of property.  The Council will look up to see if this has already been vacated and approved the building of the storage warehouse by the Elevator.

Motion by Knott and second by Erickson authorizing Kelvin Mack to attend seminars and training sessions.  Motion carried unanimously.

The use of personal cell phone by Kelvin Mack for city business was discussed.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to reimburse Mack $25.00 per month for this use.  This will be paid quarterly.  Motion carried unanimously.
Past due water bills were discussed and shut-off notices will be sent to three accounts.  
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, December 12, 2011 at 6:00 pm.
