The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on November 9, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.  Justin Hall, Kyle Meyer and Brandon Oye of Moore Engineering, Inc. and Deputy Brad Nitschke and one other guest were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the October minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00;  Otter Tail Power Company – $86.67; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,142.00; Cass County Reporter - $61.75; New Century Press - $140.67; ND One Call - $2.20; Baker Nursery (trees) - $552.50; Post Office - $13.34; Newman Traffic Signs - $1,039.31; Display Sales (Banners) - $739.00; Britten Direct (Banner Brackets) - $657.60.  Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Deputy Nitschke presented his report. There were two calls for service involving grass fires. The City Council welcomed Deputy Nitschke as the City’s new liaison with the Sheriff’s Office and also as a new resident of Page.
Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering stated that they have completed the street survey and presented the Council with the Engineer’s opinion of probable cost for street improvements needed. Base bid is $1,460,000.  This involves a two inch overlay over most of the streets. Sanitary Sewer improvements needed at Hanna Avenue and 5th Street is estimated at $90,000.  Paving Hanna Avenue and 7th Street is estimated at $165,000.00 and Hartman Street (Park) would be $155,000.  Crack Sealing and seal coat to be done following year is estimated at $195,000.  Still reviewing sanitary sewer tapes to determine any that need to be repaired at the time of street improvements.  At the next meeting a public hearing will need to be scheduled for January regarding the street improvements.  
Heidi Kingston was present at the meeting to discuss with the Council the Emergency Operation Plan for the Page School.  Once the plan is done and approved the City will be given a copy of the Plan.  If the school needs to be evacuated, the Lutheran Church would be the first evacuation point, The Main Event Center would be the second and then the Fire Hall.  If evacuation of whole town is needed, the Hope School would be the evacuation point.  The Council advised Ms. Kingston that Shane Larck as Mayor would be the contact person for the City.  Ms. Kingston stated that a monthly drill is done for various emergency situations.  If the Council has any questions regarding the Operation Plan, they should call Ms. Kingston.
A new sander is required.  Heidorn estimated the cost would be about $5,000 to $6,000.  Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to purchase a new sander.  Motion carried unanimously.

The auditor stated that she has been advised by Lake Agassiz that the Administrative Fee for the Page Manor Housing grant still has not been paid.  The Council directed the Auditor to give Lake Agassiz the cell phone number of the Page Manor Housing Board president and advise Lake Agassiz that a call from them to the President of the Board may be needed.

Lake Agassiz Regional Council would like to schedule a public hearing at the next Council meeting to close the grant on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvement project.  Hearing scheduled for Monday, December 14, 2015 at 8:00 a.m. following the City Council meeting.

A petition has been received by the Council for the vacation of an alley in Block 6 of the second Addition to the City of Page.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve resolution to file the petition with the City Auditor and direct the Auditor to give notice by publication in the official newspaper for four weeks of a public hearing to be set for 7:00 a.m. on Monday, December 14, 2015 to hear the above stated petition.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The Auditor stated that corrections needed to be done on the City Budget.  These were reviewed and approved by the City Council.

No new applications have been received for the position of the Public Works/Maintenance Supervisor.

The Council stated that they would like to get a snow removal contract.  

Heidorn stated that many of the US flags needed to be replaced due to their poor condition.  He has talked with supplier regarding the short time these flags lasted.  He has found a new supplier.

Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, December 14, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
