The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on October 10, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Atkinson and Evert present.  Erickson and Knott were absent.  Tom Klabunde and Brian Julius of Moore Engineering were also present at the meeting along with Kelvin Mack.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve the September minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $80.58; Inter-Community Telephone - $26.73; Farm Plan - $659.17; Payroll Taxes - $117.68; Otter Tail Power Co. - $657.55;  New Century Press - $129.73; Judy Johnson - $96.78; Page Body Shop - $90.95; Butler Machinery - $979.90; M&M Grocery - $65.52; Ihry Insurance - $277.00; Kelvin Mack - $43.89.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.50;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $256.26;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $179.22; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,426.25; ND One Call - $6.50; Judy Johnson - $9.10; M&M Grocery - $123.77.
Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Brian Julius of Moore Engineering gave an update on Sewer Rehabilitation Project.  The following bids were received for televising sewer lines that couldn’t be done before.  Infra Tech - $2645.00; Veit Company – 4,372.50; and no bid received from A Tech.  Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to authorize televising of lines by lowest bidder.  Motion carried unanimously.
Julius presented the following bills regarding Water Tower Project for Council’s approval:
Moore Engineering - $18,080.00

H&H Coatings - $228,690.00

Motion by Atkinson and second by Evert to approve payments to Moore Engineering and H&H Coatings as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Hydrant flushing was discussed by the Council.  Atkinson stated that he and Kelvin will be flushing hydrants on Thursday between 4 pm and 8 pm.  Signs will be posted.  It was suggested that hydrants be flushed in the spring and in the fall each year.

The H&H Coatings maintenance contract concerning the water tower was reviewed and discussed.  Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve the contract and authorize the Mayor and Auditor to execute the contract.  Motion carried unanimously.

Pay increases for Mayor, Council Members and auditor were discussed.  The following increases were suggested.
Mayor - $1,100.00/year (Increase of $200.00 retroactive to July 1st).

Council Members - $900.00/year (Increase of $120.00 retroactive to July 1st)

Auditor - $1,000.00/month (Increase of $270.00 effective November 1st)

Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve pay increases as suggested.  Motion carried unanimously.

Council approved hours submitted by Bob Stevens while training Kelvin Mack and also approved two weeks’ vacation pay that had accumulated.

The Council discussed vacation for Kelvin Mack and it was decided he will receive two weeks of vacation each year.  The vacation will accrue each month and will start from September 19, 2011.

Atkinson stated that three street lights on Morton Avenue will not be working for a while due to work being done on bank.  He also stated that he is still working on getting lights operational on the Welcome to Page Signs.

The Renaissance Zone was again discussed briefly.  Knott stated that we are still trying to see if there is a Strategic Plan already developed.  
The City Landfill road was discussed.  A neighboring land owner would like to see a bigger culvert in the road.  The City replaced this culvert within the last 5 years.  The land owner has stated that they will incur the cost of the culvert replacement.

Past due water bills were discussed and shut-off notices will be sent to three accounts.
Kelvin Mack’s use of his personal cell phone for City business was discussed.  This was tabled until the next meeting.  
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, November 14, 2011 at 6:00 pm.
