The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on October 13, 2014 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Dahl and Knott present.  Erickson was absent.  Justin Hall and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering were also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the September minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $182.96; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.29; Farm Plan - $1,073.09; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $621.25; Avenet, LLC - $375.00; 
Team Lab- $619.00; ND League of Cities - $401.00; Miscellaneous Supplies - $115.79.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,295.84; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $81.68; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,032.00; Post Office - $4.06; Grainger - $51.28; ND One Call - $13.20; Ferguson Waterworks - $236.61.  Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Auditor stated that a reserve account will need to be set up for the Storm Sewer/Gate Valve Improvement Project Loan.  The Council authorized the Auditor to transfer funds from the Street Improvement Fund to this new reserve account.
Items discussed:

1. Justin Hall and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering were present to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  There are a couple of areas of the project that will not be able to be completed until spring such as any asphalt work.  Concrete work may also be a problem.  Kyle will talk to EEE, Inc. about possibly doing the concrete work.  A discussion will be had with the Contractor about a new completion date.  As there will be no school on Thursday and Friday work will begin on the gate valves in that area so water can be shut off without affecting the school.
2. Cass County is doing work on a culvert on south side of County Road 26 and have come across a problem with a City sewer line going to the lagoon.  They have received an estimate in the amount of $10,800 to go under the sewer line.  Township will share in cost.  It was suggested that they get another bid.  They are looking at getting the City to share in this cost.  There will be a discussion with the County regarding this.
3. Two properties were discussed that need to be cleaned up.  The location of the owner of one property is being researched so a letter can be sent.  A call to a family member will be made to possibly get an address.  The owner of the second property will be sent a letter regarding clean up.
4. Dahl stated that they would like to get some trees for the Park.  He will check on prices, etc.
5. Past due water bills were reviewed.  Shut off notices will be sent to three accounts.  A new billing policy was discussed.  Due date on water and sewer bills will be the 20th of the month following the date of the billing.  New policy will be sent out with next water and sewer bills
6. Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 a.m.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, November 10, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
