The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on October 7, 2013 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Kelvin Mack was also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the September minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $87.32; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.63; Farm Plan - $253.33; Payroll Taxes - $215.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $609.13; Mac’s, Inc. - $52.56; ND League of Cities - $120.00; Cass County Reporter - $92.64; Grainger - $51.96; Swanston Equipment - $43.55.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Company – $54.69; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,236.00; ND One Call - $1.10; ND Sewage Pump Lift Station Service Co. - $250.00.
Motion by Erickson and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Items Discussed:
1) Punton Building – Owner is still emptying the buildings.  There are plans to demolish buildings this month.  The City has received a bill from Ohnstad Twichell for $12,574.20 for their work on this matter.  A copy will be sent to Page Development Corporation.  It was decided to hold payment until all work is complete and we get the final bill.

2) Street Repairs – Still have not been able to get any gravel delivered.  Blading of 7th street near the intersection of 7th Street and Morton Avenue will be attempted.  The City is also waiting for Moore Engineering to attend a City Council meeting with estimations on a major street improvement project.

3) The Final Budgets were reviewed and discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to include in the budgets a 5% increase in salary for Mayor, Council and Staff effective November 1, 2013.  Motion carried unanimously.  Snow removal bills have not been received from EEE, Inc. so the budget figures for snow removal do not reflect any snow removal for last year.  If no bill has been received by the end of the year, it was decided the Council should discuss sending a check to EEE, Inc. for their snow removal during the winter of 2012/2013.
4) Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to adopt the 2014 Final City Budget with the changes listed in item 3 above.  Motion carried unanimously.

5) Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to adopt the 2014 Final Page Park District Budget.  Motion carried unanimously.

6) Park clean-up was discussed.  The fences should be fixed and the light towers taken down.  The Council will assist the Park Board in finding volunteer help and funds to accomplish this.
7) An Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment for the water system has been completed with the assistance of the Rural Community Assistance Corporation.  Copies of these are available in the City Auditor’s Office for review.

8) Correspondence was reviewed.

9) Past Due water bills were discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to make the due date on the water bills the 15th of each month. Finance charges will incur if payment is not received by that date.  At present finance charges incur if payment is not received within 30 days.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Auditor will send a memo to all customers before changing the billing charges.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, November 11, 2013 at 7:00 a.m.
