The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on September 14, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson all present.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and two other guests were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the August minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $179.62; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.95; Page Oil - $128.07; Payroll Taxes - $209.12; Otter Tail Power Co. - $997.90;  Teresa Heidorn (August mowing) - $246.00; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance, mowing, etc.) - $1,437.75; Menard’s – $101.88; Cass County Reporter - $219.12; Lowe’s - $224.64; Wal-Mart – $34.62; Ace Hardware - $63.95; Ihry Insurance - $1,565.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.00;  Otter Tail Power Company – $47.30; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,320.00; Page Post Office - $37.00; US Postal Service - $604.00; New Century Press - $375.12; Cass County Reporter - $214.50; ND One Call - $2.20.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Replacement Project and to discuss Street Improvements.  The following items were discussed:
1. Additional concrete work to be done by EEE, Inc. should be completed in about two weeks.
2. Jet Way invoice received by the City should be submitted to Bohlman Trenching for payment.

3. Motion by Dahl and second by Erickson to have Moore Engineering complete questionnaires as needed to keep the City on the project priority lists for Drinking Water Revolving Loan Fund and Clean Water Funds in 2016.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. Street Improvements – The Council would like to check if any underground work needs to be done before street improvements are started.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to have Moore Engineering get estimates for televising sewer lines.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Dahl and second by Knott to increase sales tax to 2% to assist in street improvements and other capital improvements.  Motion carried unanimously.

Brooks Whitmore and Mike Eslinger representing the Page Housing Board were present at the meeting to assure the Council that the Administrative Fee due Lake Agassiz will be paid shortly.

Heidorn stated that the fire hydrants were flushed on September 5th and he hopes to exercise the gate valves soon.

The Auditor stated that the City received a letter from Waste Management stating that an increase in their rates will be effective January 2016.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to increase the garbage rate by 50 cents to cover this increase by Waste Management.  Motion carried unanimously.
Heidorn stated that Quality Bank approached him about the City renting the offices currently leased by Ihry Insurance for $500/month.  The Council stated they would table this item at this time.

Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve the 2016 Final Budget for the City of Page.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the 2016 Final Budget for the Page Park District.  Motion carried unanimously.

New street signs are needed to replace those in poor condition.  These will be ordered.

Five trees need to be ordered for the two residents that had trees removed during the Storm Sewer Project.  The cost will be from $60 to $100 each.  Knott stated he could get these ordered and picked up.

Past due water and sewer bills were reviewed.

Clean up week is scheduled for October 11th – 17th.
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, October 12, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
