The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on September 8, 2014 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Dahl and Knott present.  Erickson was absent.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the August minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $183.69; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.26; Farm Plan - $195.95; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $780.95; Cass County Reporter - $96.28; Ihry Insurance- $1,566.00; Menard’s - $52.53.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,208.48; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $91.11; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,032.00; Post Office - $5.80; Arthur Companies - $225.00; Office Max - $133.90; Deluxe Checks - $86.75; Ferguson Waterworks - $682.70; Ohnstad Twichell - $744.16.  Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Items discussed:

1. Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  Funds have still not been released as we are awaiting paperwork from Lake Agassiz that needs to be signed by Mayor and returned to them.  Hall stated that as soon as this has been accomplished Moore Engineering will brings out contracts to sign, etc. so contractor can get started as soon as possible.  Hall has spoken to the Contractor and he would like to be done with the project by the end of October.
2. The Council discussed the final budgets for the City of Page and the Page Park District.  It was decided that due to the costly projects the City has right now a salary freeze for Council and employees will be put in place for this budget period.  The auditor stated that it is coming time for year-end reports and federal and state agencies would like to see a clearer picture of what costs are designated for difference departments (Water, sewer, garbage, streets, etc.).  It was suggested that the auditor and Public Works/Maintenance department maintain a journal for a month showing what hours are worked in each department so percentages can be re-determined.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to adopt the 2015 Final Budget for Page Park District.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to adopt the 2015 Final Budget for the City of Page.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Mayor Larck stated that he was contacted by Gar Satrom about planting trees to beautify the community.   He is willing to donate trees for this purpose.  Larck will contact Satrom to see if he has any ideas for getting volunteers to help plan this project and maintain trees after planting.  The Council will discuss this project further in early spring.

4. Fall Clean-up Week has been designated for October 12 through October 18.  Roll-off dumpsters will be ordered and placed behind auditorium for the use of city residents and businesses.

5. A notice will be placed in city newsletter and in local business asking residents when mowing not to put grass out on streets as this plugs the storm sewer drains when it rains.

6. Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

7. Council approved payment of medical bill in the amount of $148.00 for Mack for treatment he received after getting something in his eye while working.

8. Discussion was had again about the conditions of some property in town.  Pictures will be taken and letters sent to property owners.

9. Up keep of Park was discussed.  Some playground equipment was vandalized and will need to be fixed and mowing needs to be done also.  Council members and park board members have volunteered to get this done this fall.

10. Past due water bills were discussed.  Two shut-off notices will be sent out. 

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 a.m.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, October 13, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
