The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 10, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Atkinson, Knott, Erickson and Evert present.  Bob Stevens was also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion made by Knott and second by Atkinson to approve the December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously. 
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

 A bill from ND Sewage Pump Company, Inc. in the amount of $12,180.00 for new Lift Station pumps was also presented for approval.  Upon discussion, it was decided to hold payment on this bill until next month to determine if funds could be used from the Lagoon and Lift Station Fund accounts.  Motion by Atkinson and second by Erickson to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented holding the Lift Station pump invoice until next month.  Motion carried unanimously.
Deputy Giddings was not present at the meeting so no report was available.
Stevens reported that the faulty heater in the Vault has been addressed.  There will be no charge for service as the unit was only one year old and was swapped out for a working unit.

Stevens also reported that the Lagoon Cell #1 is in dire need of relining.  The Council stated that we are still awaiting word on the Rural Development grant application.

The new lift station pumps are running about three hours per day which is down by 5 hours a day that the old pumps were running.

Snow removal was discussed.  Atkinson stated that the road going east out of town needs to be kept open.  When the wind blows, this road fills in and gets plugged.  Moving snow to the ball diamond was also discussed.  Erickson will check on getting dump trucks and drivers hired and get snow cleaned out at corners to make intersections safer.  The Council praised Bob Stevens, Matt Erickson and EEE, Inc. in keeping roads cleared of snow as we have had an enormous amount of snow this year so far and should be expecting more.

The cleaning of the East Ditch was also discussed.  It is important that this get cleaned out as soon as possible this spring so water can flow out easily and not back up onto city street.

The Council gave its approval for Bob Stevens to attend Water School in Bismarck in February of 2011.
Past due water bills were discussed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, February 7, 2011 at 6:00 pm.
