Motion by Erickson and second by Atkinson to approve March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

A discussion was held on city lots available.  The auditor will do an inventory of lots available for purchase or transfer.

The building located on the lot recently acquired by the Elevator is scheduled to be demolished.  A discussion was held on the possibility of moving this building to the City Shop area.  Erickson will look into the feasibility of this.
