The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on April 14, 2014 at 8:30 a.m. with Knott, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Larck was absent.   Tom Klabunde and Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and Kelvin Mack were also present.  Council President Knott opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $93.07; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.74; Farm Plan - $1,550.23; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $1,161.45; Mac’s, Inc. - $38.13; Menard’s - $49.57; M&M Grocery - $20.74; Judy Johnson (digital thermometers) - $34.55; Cass County Treasurer - $10.32.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $434.37; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,094.00; ND One Call - $4.40; Ferguson Water Works - $1,044.94; Jet-Way - $1,775.25.
Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Council stated that the bills for repairs for frozen water lines will be paid by the City due to the unforeseen extreme cold conditions this winter.  Residents have been advised to keep water dripping from a faucet if water is not used often to avoid this problem.

Tom Klabunde and Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present at the meeting to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvement Project.  Klabunde stated that he met with Kelvin Mack last week to determine the gate valve replacements.  It was determined that 15 gate valves will be replaced.  A map will be prepared.  The Plans for the project are about 95% complete.  It is expected to bid the project on May 15th.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve the Plans and Specs for the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvement Project as presented by Moore Engineering.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to authorize the Auditor to advertise for bids for said project with opening of bids to be set for May 15th.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Council stated their concern for having the water portion of this project be completed before school starts.  Moore Engineering stated they would put a completion date of August 15th for that portion of project.  Klabunde said that CDBG should be ready to release funds in June. Klabunde also stated that some trees may have to be removed on the south side of 4th Street for the storm sewer project.

The Auditor stated that elections will be held on June 10th.  No other petitions were presented to the Auditor besides those running for re-election:  Justin Knott, Matthew Erickson and Justin Dahl.
Clean up week will be held May 11th through May 17th.  Due to the misuse of the City Landfill last year, use of the landfill will be by appointment only.  Repairs to the gate will be done.

The Auditor presented the Drinking Water Quality Report to the Council for their review.  Copies will be available on the city website and area businesses for city residents to review.  Copies may also be requested from the City Auditor.

Park cleanup was discussed. Elevator will donate chemicals to help control weeds, etc. for the ball diamonds.  The Park Board will be setting up a cleanup day for the Park and will be looking for volunteers.

Past due water bills were reviewed.
A discussion was had regarding the time of City Council meetings.  Field work will be beginning very soon so it was decided that Council meetings will be held at 7:00 a.m. for the summer months.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, May 12, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
