[bookmark: _GoBack]The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on April 10, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Heidorn, Erickson and Bankers present.  Larck was absent.   Council President Heidorn opened the meeting.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and Sarah Wear of Ohnstad Twichell Law Office were also present.

Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to approve the March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $97.37; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.57; John Deere Financial - $1,238.19; Payroll Taxes - $85.82; Otter Tail Power Co. - $974.19; Teresa Heidorn (Labor) - $66.50; Cass County Reporter - $26.00; ERCU Visa - $356.13.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80; Otter Tail Power Company – $349.77; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,587.95; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $443.75; Payroll Taxes - $62.63; Judy Johnson (1st Qtr. W&S Labor) - $375.00; City of Fargo - $28.00; ERCU Visa - $237.22.  REPAIRS & MAINTENANCE ACCOUNT:  Jet-Way - $765.00.  Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:

1) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering gave an update on the current Street Improvement Project and the Water & Sewer Improvement Project.  It is projected that work will begin in a couple weeks.  Council raised their concern about the Contractor being able to work around the Community Days events in June.  This was discussed at the Pre-Construction Meeting last fall but will remind Contractor of these dates.  Motion by Bankers and second by Erickson to approve current Moore Engineering invoice in the amount of $600.00 contingent upon project financing.  Motion carried unanimously.  Total due Moore Engineering to date is $187,974.21.

2) The Street Assessment Committee appointed by Council is as follows:  Steve Baasch, Butch Erickson and Gordon Ellenson.  The Committee will meet in 4 to 6 weeks.  

3) Sarah Wear reviewed the Bond Resolution with the Council.  Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to pass the Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of Improvement Warrants and Exchanging Them for $2,430,000 Refunding Improvement Bonds of 2017 and authorizing Mayor and Auditor to accept a bid at a later date from Dougherty & Company, LLC to purchase the bonds provided the interest rate on the Bonds does not exceed 3.75% per annum. Motion carried unanimously.

4) Motion by Bankers and second by Erickson to add 1% to the bond interest rate for street assessments.  Motion carried unanimously.

5) Heidorn nominated Natalie Nitschke to fill the City Council seat vacated by Justin Knott until his term ends in June of 2018.  Bankers nominated Hannah Chandler to replace Nitschke on the Park Board.  Motion by Erickson and second by Bankers to approve the nominations of Natalie Nitschke to the City Council and Hannah Chandler to the Park Board.  Motion carried unanimously.

6) The Auditor stated that Clean-up Week is scheduled for May 11th to the 18th.  Two 30 yard roll-offs will be delivered on or about the 11th behind the auditorium and will be picked up on or about the 18th.

7) The Council was advised that Page Manor Housing will be applying for a grant through Lake Agassiz which the City would need to sponsor.  The City Council stated that they would like to see the budget for the project and funds available for the project before approving the sponsorship of the grant.  A representative from Page Manor is planning on attending the next Council meeting.

8) The Page Rural Fire District has asked for assistance in keeping the fire department grounds mowed.  It has come to the attention of the Council that there is an individual that is interested in doing this mowing and his name will be presented to the Fire District.

9) Erickson stated that the City Dumpground will NOT be able to open for at least two weeks as the road is still too soft.

10) Bankers gave a report on the latest Park Board meeting.

11) Beginning this month the City Council meeting minutes will be printed on the back of the City newsletter each month.

12) The auditor reminded the Council and anyone interested that there is a Community Club Meeting tonight at the Page Café.

13) Past Due Water bills were reviewed.  Two past due notices and eleven disconnect notices to be sent out.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, May 8, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
