The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on April 9, 2018 at 7:00 a.m. with Jim Heidorn, Matthew Erickson, Julie Bankers, Arnie Bankers and Natalie Nitschke present.  Mayor Heidorn opened the meeting.
Motion by Erickson and second by Nitschke to approve the March minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

The following items were discussed:
1) Deputy Rufat Agayev gave his monthly report.  There were 6 calls for service in March.  There were no calls for service in February.  
2) Moore Engineering will be at the May meeting to give an update on the Street Improvement and the Water & Sewer Improvement projects.

3) The Renaissance Zone was again discussed.  The Auditor downloaded all information from the North Dakota Renaissance Zone website and is in a binder here at City Office for Council to review.  Assistance and more information will be needed in getting an application started.  Tabled until later meeting.  
4) Vacant lots were discussed that are currently owned by City.  A plan will be developed to get these lots advertised and sold.

5) An updated Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment for the Wastewater System has been developed with the assistance of Midwest Assistance Program as required by USDA and was reviewed by the Council at the March meeting.  Midwest Assistance Program will also be assisting the City in preparing an updated Emergency Response Plan and Vulnerability Assessment for the Water System.  It is hoped to have this completed in May.  Copies of each will be located at the City Office and at the City Shop. 
6) A 2018 Adult Mosquito Control Agreement was received from Cass County Vector Control.  Motion by A. Bankers and second by Nitschke approving the Agreement and instructing Mayor Heidorn to execute said Agreement and return to Vector Control.  Motion carried unanimously.
7) Open House for the new City Shop and the new City Office is scheduled for Wednesday, April 25th from 2 pm to 5 pm. 
8) Clean up week has been postponed to May 17th – May 24th as spring is being so stubborn about arriving.  Park Clean Up Week was tentatively scheduled for May 5th but will most likely be postponed to May 19th.
9) The Auditor stated that there is now guest Wi-Fi service available in the Auditorium for the convenience of those renting the space for meetings or other events.  The password (which will be changed routinely) is located on the window of the interior City Office door.

10) The phone number for the telephone located in the kitchen of the City Auditorium has been changed to 701-668-2227.  The City’s phone number will remain the same. (701-668-2226)
11) The Auditor presented the Council with the 2017 Drinking Water Quality Report for their review.  This will not be mailed out to individual water users but is available for review by any interested party from the City Auditor and copies are also available at Quality Bank, Elm River Credit Union, Page Post Office and Sarah’s M&M Grocery.  It is also available on the City website.  Notices have been posted.
12) Election 2018:  Deadline for filing to have a candidate’s name printed on the ballot is today at 4:00 pm.  Candidates will meet at the City Office at 4:00 this afternoon for a drawing to determine their position on the ballot.
13) Erickson stated that the Fire Department and Fire District are working on getting sirens for the Fire Department to warn of tornados, etc.

14) City office hours were discussed.  The following hours will be posted.  These may be subject to change at a later date if it is determined necessary.  You may also call the Office and set up an appointment for a time that is more convenient.

16) Julie Bankers asked if any plans have been made about the old City Shop. There is an interested party that would like to purchase the property.  The building is still being used for some storage and the sand bunker is located on this property also.  It was decided by the Council to hold on to this property for at least a couple years to determine a location for the sand bunker and other items.  Heidorn stated that the Fire Department has been asked for their assistance in burning some old buildings, etc. in the trees near the property and the Park.   

17) Mayor Heidorn stated that there is a table missing from one of the rooms in the basement of the auditorium.  This was used for folding banners and flags, etc.  If anyone knows of its location, please let him know.   

18) Past due water and sewer bills were discussed.
