The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on August 11, 2014 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson present.  Knott was absent.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was also present.   Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the July minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $204.57; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.26; Farm Plan - $187.10; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $753.57; M&M Grocery - $11.74; Curt’s Lock & Key - $114.39; Cass County Reporter - $242.36.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,208.48; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $165.68; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,490.00;  ND One Call - $5.50; Cass County Reporter - $108.73; Post Office - $31.75. The Auditor stated that we did receive a bill from KRB Gravel for $660.00 but since the Elevator sent a check to KRB in the amount of $1,100.00 for their portion of gravel needed for elevator road, there is a credit at KRB in the amount of $440.00.  This credit will be left there until we are billed from Rochester Township for the City’s portion of gravel delivered for Cemetery road.   Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Items discussed:
1. Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present to update Council on the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  Funds have still not been released by the State.  He has conferred with Lake Agassiz and it is hoped that they will be released by the end of this week or next.  At that time Contracts can be signed and project can begin.  Concern was brought up about school starting soon and the turning off water for gate valve improvements.  The Contractor has stated that he can do the ones affecting the school on the weekend so this should not be a problem.  Moore Engineering presented a bill for their services up to this point of the project in the amount of $36,700.00.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve this bill and authorize Moore Engineering to send request to SRF for payment upon release of funds.  Motion carried unanimously.
2. Heidorn stated that Pennie Ellingson has been approached by a member of the Park Board and has agreed to become a member of the Park Board.  Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to appoint Pennie Ellingson to the Page Park Board.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Page Park Board now consists of Jessica Wanzek as President, Teresa Heidorn and Pennie Ellingson with Justin Dahl as the City Council liaison.  
3. The council members expressed their concerns about not being informed when Kelvin Mack took a vacation a couple weeks ago.  Mayor Larck stated he knew about Mack’s vacation plans and apologized for not informing the Council.  It will be policy to inform Council of any vacation plans or when Mack is out of town for other reasons.  
4. The Council received paperwork from Ohnstad Twichell regarding the Water Treatment Revenue Bond for the Storm Sewer and Gate Valve Improvements Project.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to pass Resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of $200,681 water treatment bond, series 2014.  Motion carried with Erickson, Dahl and Heidorn voting yes.  Knott absent.  Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to adopt the Post-issuance Debt Compliance Procedures and Post-issuance Debt Compliance Policy.  Motion carried with Dahl, Heidorn and Erickson voting yes.  Knott absent.
5. The Preliminary 2015 budgets for the City of Page and Page Park District were reviewed.  The Final Budget Adoption for the City of Page and Page Park District will be Monday, September 8, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
6. After discussion, Fall Clean-up Week was set for the week of October 12 through October 18.
7. Discussion was had on the duties of Public Works Supervisor/Maintenance employee.  The Council would like to be more informed on what projects are being done and completed.   A meeting will be held with Mack.
8. Several properties in town are in dire need of clean-up.  Pictures will be taken and letters sent to property owners.
9. Past date water bills were discussed.  Five disconnect notices will be sent out.

10. Correspondence was reviewed.  

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 a.m.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, September 8, 2014 at 7:00 a.m.
