The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on August 13, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Knott and Heidorn present.  Erickson and Atkinson were absent.  Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering, Deputy Chad Thompson, Kelvin Mack and two other guests were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve July minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $85.83; Inter-Community Telephone - $49.51; Farm Plan - $1,048.84; Payroll Taxes - $169.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $667.93;  Cass County Reporter - $233.84; M&M Grocery - $14.48; ERCU Visa (supplies) - $28.28; Steve Petersen Construction - $158.20.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,201.42;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $513.76;  Otter Tail Power Co. – $78.76; Cass Rural Water Users - $3,039.38;  Ferguson Waterworks - $739.47; ND One Call - $25.00; ND Rural Water Systems Association - $666.60.  Invoices from Ferguson Waterworks and ND Rural Water Systems Association will be sent to Moore Engineering for possible reimbursement through the Sewer Rehabilitation Project funds.
Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Duane Dows of the Page Development Corporation was present to give an update on the progress of the condemnation proceedings on the Morton Avenue building.  The Inspection Report is in the hands of the City Attorney and a copy of such has been e-mailed to the City.  The attorney has advised that the City have a special meeting on the 21st of August at which time the City can advise the owner of the property what the inspection has revealed about the condition of the building and their reasons for condemnation.  The owner will have 30 days from that meeting to request a formal hearing.  The special meeting has been tentatively scheduled for August 21, 2012 at 2 p.m. at the Page City Auditorium.  Notices will be posted.

Deputy Thompson gave his report.  There were 8 calls for service in July.

Klabunde of Moore Engineering gave an update on the Sewer Rehabilitation Project.  The lining of the sewer lines has been completed.  It will take about two to three weeks to finish the manhole repairs.  The seeding at the Lagoon still needs to be done but will wait until September in hopes of some rain.  There is money in the budget to do the asphalt patches to 1st Street where the street had to be dug up for water break and sewer line repairs.  Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve Contract Change Order No. 2 for the sanitary sewer spot repairs in the amount of $5,264; the asphalt patches in the amount of $13, 109 and pouring new manhole floor in manhole on First Street in the amount of $950.00.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve partial payment to Northern Excavating in the amount of $159,157.35.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve partial payment to Moore Engineering in the amount of $9,520.00.  Motion carried unanimously. 

It was suggested that if there is still money left in the budget at the end of this project, that it could possibly be used for a generator for the lift station and possibly repair of fence at the lagoon.  Estimates will be gotten for these two projects and discussed at a later meeting.

Jeff Watts of the Page School was present at the meeting to announce the purchase and the installation of a new sign on the corner of Morton Avenue and 4th Street.  The school will be putting school announcements on this 

sign besides showing time, date and temperature.  They will put any community events on this also.  Page Community Club donated money towards the purchase of the sign.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to donate $2,000.00 from the City Sales Tax Fund to the School for the purchase and upkeep of this electronic sign.  Motion carried unanimously.

Justin Knott announced that the elevator has received an estimate on the repairs needed to a portion of the elevator road (Young Avenue) in the amount of $44,433.25.  The Elevator would like to know if the City could help with a portion of this cost.  As Knott has to abstain from voting on this issue, a quorum was not available for a vote on the issue so was postponed to the next meeting.

Correspondence was reviewed.  A letter was received from Cass Rural Water Users advising of a rate increase effective in January.  Discussion of this issue was tabled until the next meeting.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, September 10, 2012, at 6:00 pm.
