The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on December 11, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Jim Heidorn, Matt Erickson, Julie Bankers, Arnie Bankers and Natalie Nitschke present.   Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and one other guest were also present.  Acting Mayor Heidorn opened the meeting.
Motion by A. Bankers and second by J. Bankers to approve the November minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Nitschke and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The following items were discussed:
1) Deputy Mortenson was not present at the meeting as he will be attending the Community Meeting tonight with Captain Jahner of the Cass County Sheriff’s Office. The Community Meeting with the Cass County Sheriff’s Office will be held tonight at the Page City Auditorium at 7:00 pm.  Deputy Mortenson emailed his November report to the Council.  There were 15 calls for service in November which prompted Captain Jahner to call Mayor Heidorn regarding this rise in calls and the Community Meeting was then scheduled.

2) Justin Hall of Moore Engineering was present at the meeting to update the Council on the Street Improvement Project which is on hold until late summer or early fall of 2018.  
3) The Auditor stated that a letter has been sent to Waste Management stating the City’s intent to NOT renew the Waste Management Agreement at the end of 2018 and also inquired whether or not an early termination of the Agreement would be possible.
4) Four letters have been mailed out to local construction companies requesting estimates on the renovation of the old Ambulance Garage at the Auditorium into a City Office.  It is hoped to have these estimates in January so they can be reviewed at the next Council meeting.
5) The first reading of Ordinance No. 2017-01 and Ordinance No. 2017-02 was re-done with the change for the age in Article 5 of Ordinance No. 2017-02 regarding Curfew to under age 16 instead of under age 17.  Motion by Nitschke and second by J. Bankers to approve Ordinance No. 2017-01 and Ordinance No. 2017-02 as read with the change noted previously.  Motion carried unanimously.  Second reading and the final adoption of these Ordinances will be held at the next City Council meeting.  Copies of the Ordinances are available from the City Auditor.

6) Insurance on new City Shop and contents was added with North Dakota Fire & Tornado fund.  The entire policy was reviewed by the Council.  Motion by A. Bankers and second by Erickson to approve policy as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  
7) The Auditor advised the Council that Petitions for the June 2018 election can be circulated beginning in January of 2018.  Posters will be placed around the Community and notices will be put on the website and on Facebook regarding Election 2018.  Motion by Nitschke and second by Erickson designating the Page Senior Center as the voting place for the City.

8) A resident was present at the meeting to ask some questions on the updated ordinances and election procedures.  The Council stated that they are in the process of updating the City ordinances as they have not been updated since 1978.  Copies of any ordinances that he would like to review will be provided to him and he was advised that any election information can be obtained by going to www.nd.gov.  Also this information will be posted next month as discussed previously.
9) Snow removal was discussed.  There are still some vehicles and/or trailers on the streets that need to be moved.  A notice will be placed in the newsletter regarding this.

10) Mayor Heidorn presented the Council with the Annual Water Tower Inspection Report by H&H Coatings, Inc. for their review.  No issues were found during the inspection.

11) Past due water bills were discussed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, January 8, 2018 at 7:00 a.m.
