The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on December 17, 2013 following the Public Meeting regarding Street Improvements which was held at 7:00 p.m.  Knott, Dahl, and Heidorn were present.  Larck and Erickson were absent.  Tom Klabunde, Jesse Berg and Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering and Kelvin Mack were also present. Eleven guests were present at Public Meeting. Council President Justin Knott opened the Public Meeting and introduced Moore Engineering.  Kyle Meyer presented a slide show reviewing the street improvements suggested and why they needed to be done.  Alternatives were discussed and also the need for storm sewer repairs.  The need for special assessments were discussed as a means for paying for the street improvements and also perhaps raising the sales tax.  Other questions were addressed by Moore Engineering.  Public Meeting was closed and Council President Knott opened the Council meeting.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Heidorn & second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Items Discussed:

1) Tom Klabunde stated that the Generator work was finished last week.
2) The public meeting was discussed and concerns were raised regarding water lines and possible breaks under newly paved streets.  Kyle Meyer stated they are doing some research regarding the water lines to see what material was used on water lines under streets.  Moore Engineering will give us a recommendation after reviewing this research.  Raising the sales tax was also discussed as a possible source of funding for street improvements.
3) Kelvin stated that the water for the Moore & Liberty telephone office was inadvertently turned off when the water main break was repaired.  Justin Knott will talk with them to see if they can possibly wait till spring to have this turned on again as digging in the frozen ground will be difficult.  They will not be charged for water or sewer until this has been accomplished.
4) Justin Knott stated that the Page Café Board has inquired about the possibility of getting a beer & wine license for the Café.  Ordinances will be reviewed but the Council stated that there should be no problem.  There was no objection from R&J’s Front Page Lounge.  

5) Past due water and sewer bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, January 13, 2014 at 8:00 a.m.
