The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 10, 2014 at 8:00 a.m. with Knott, Dahl, Erickson and Heidorn present.  Larck was absent.   Tom Klabunde & Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering, Kelvin Mack and one other guest were also present. City Council President Knott opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the January minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $92.43; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.72; Farm Plan - $2,396.35.32; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $1,155.55; Galesburg Elevator - $700.35; Mac’s Hardware - $54.78; Cass County Reporter - $263.58.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $508.90; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,884.00; Office Max - $89.42; ND One Call - $6.60; Railroad Management Company - $146.16; Jet-Way - $2,915.25.
Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented except for the Railroad Management Company invoice until more information is received.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Items Discussed:
1) Gate Valve replacement and storm sewer improvements grant application.  A hearing will be held at Lake Agassiz regarding the need for our grant.  Moore Engineering will attend but will also need one or two council members to attend also.  Heidorn stated he could go.  Will check will Mayor Larck to see if he could also attend.  
2) Street Improvements were also discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to pass a Resolution of Necessity for the Street Project.  Motion carried unanimously.  The next step will be to publish a protest hearing that would take place at least 30 days from the publication date.
3) The 2013 Audit to be submitted to Office of State Auditor was reviewed by the Council.
4) Motion by Dahl and second by Erickson to pass a resolution to adopt the 2014 Cass County Multi-Jurisdictional, Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion carried unanimously.
5) Dahl stated that the maintainer is requiring many repairs and should look into replacing it with a truck with a plow and sander.  The need for a new City Shop was also discussed.  Estimates will be gathered on these two projects.
6) Park District needs were discussed.  A new lawnmower is needed.  It was also decided to remove the light poles at ball diamond as they have become a safety hazard and an eyesore.  The outfield fence is also in need of repairs.
7) Brooks Whitmore was present at the meeting to discuss the financial needs of the Page Housing Development.  No funds are available at the moment.  He was asked to check with the Council at the next meeting.
8) There are some cars parked on city streets which have not been moved in several weeks which are hindering snow removal.  Letters will be sent to residents regarding these vehicles.
9) A resident was present at the meeting to request if the City could clean out a portion of his yard with the tractor so he could park he cars there.  Kelvin will get to this when he can and the resident will be billed $50.00 for this work.
10) Correspondence was reviewed.  

11) Past due water bills were discussed.
