The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 13, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, and Bankers present.  Erickson was absent.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.  Deputy Lindsey Nettestad was also present at the meeting.  She introduced herself to the Council and stated that she would our liaison with the Sheriff’s Department.  She also presented a report for the previous month.  There were 6 calls for service.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve the January minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Otter Tail Power Company – $459.22; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,606.15; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $1,766.13;  Payroll Taxes - $135.11; JetWay - $637.50;  ERCU Visa – 22.95.  PARK – Steve Baasch (Menard’s) - $382.27.  Motion by Bankers and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:
1. Moore Engineering was not present at the meeting as the Street Improvements Project is on hold until spring.

2.  The vacancy on the Council will be effective after the March meeting as Justin Knott will be moving at that time.  The Council was urged to talk with residents to see who would be interested in filling this vacancy until the next election.  
3. The Auditor stated that she has two residents who have agreed to serve on the Street Assessment Committee.  One more member is needed.  A suggestion was made and the auditor will be talking to that resident.

4. The Council had questions regarding the shipping containers being moved into the MyTown Storage location.  They have been brought here to be painted, etc. and all but one will be moved to other MyTown Storage locations in other towns.  These will be rented out as temporary storage for anyone doing extensive work on their home, etc.  It was suggested that ordinances be reviewed to make sure items such as these are not allowed to be placed permanently.

5. The 2016 Financial Statement was reviewed.  This was posted in the January City Newsletter and will also be published in the Cass County Reporter.
6. We are still having issues with vehicles and other items being parked on city streets indefinitely.  Will look at sending out letters to those violating this ordinance.
7. JetWay was here recently to take care of a sewer issue on 6th Street.  We were advised by JetWay that setting up a maintenance schedule for flushing a few sewer lines each year would be a good idea especially those lines with low usage.
8. The Page Community Days Tractor Pull was discussed.  The Mayor will send a letter to the Community Club expressing the Council’s concerns.

9. Bankers stated that the Park Board had met recently and will be sending out a mass mailing requesting donations to the City Park for necessary repairs, etc.

10. Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.

11. Past Due water bills were discussed.  Three past due notices and seven disconnect notices will be sent out 2/14/17.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, March 13, 2017 at 7:00 a.m.
