NOTICE TO RESIDENTIAL GARBAGE ACCOUNTS

     A letter was mailed out this week to all City residential garbage accounts regarding our waste collection service.  The Page City Council has negotiated a new Agreement with Waste Management which will be effective March 1, 2018.  The rates will be effective with the March billing.  Commercial accounts will continue to be billed from Waste Management directly.  The Council is also strongly considering adding recycling to our waste collection service so would like to get the opinion of our residents on adding this service.  This service is NOT an individual household option.  If the MAJORITY of our residents would like to see recycling added to our waste collection service it will apply to ALL households.  With this new agreement we are also required to do an inventory of garbage carts. Included in the survey letter is an area for residents to provide the serial number for each cart currently at their location.  Garbage collection will continue to be once a week.  The recycling carts would be picked up once a month.  If you do not want to be charged for an additional garbage cart each month, the City will pick up the additional cart(s) to return to Waste Management.  

     The City will continue to provide a Spring Cleanup week and a Fall Cleanup week.  In addition to this Waste Management has agreed to provide an Appliance Cleanup (stoves, refrigerators) one time a year.  Appliances MUST be Freon free prior to being placed in the roll-off.  An Electronics Cleanup (computers, printers, monitors, televisions) will also be available one time a year.  There will be a per item charge for electronics.  At this time the Electronics Cleanup fee will be $20.00 per item.  The Appliance Cleanup and Electronics Cleanup will occur at a date other than Spring or Fall cleanup weeks.

The following rates will be effective with the March billing.
If recycling is added, those rates may not be effective until the April billing.
