The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 8, 2016 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Heidorn, Dahl and Erickson present.  Knott was absent.  Due to poor weather conditions, Moore Engineering and Deputy Nitschke were unable to attend this meeting.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to approve the December 2015 and January 2016 minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.
The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Street improvements were discussed.  Various options were also reviewed.  There was a suggestion to have another Public Information Meeting and offer three options.  The higher estimate first presented, a lower option which would reduce the first presentation by about $800,000 and the third option would be doing nothing at this time.  An informal public vote would had at that time.  Tentative dates were discussed.  The Auditor will check this month’s schedule for school activities and also check Moore Engineering’s schedule to coordinate the meeting date.  This will be done immediately following today’s meeting.
The First Reading of Ordinance No. 2016-1, An Ordinance to amend and reenact Chapter One, Article 6 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Page relating to sales and use tax, was heard.  This ordinance increases the sales tax from 1% to 2%.  Motion by Erickson and second by Dahl to approve Ordinance No. 2016-1 as read.  Motion carried unanimously.  Second Reading and Final Passage of this Ordinance will be held at a special meeting on the same date of the public information meeting discussed previously. 

Mayor Larck stated he would be going forward with the steps needed to establish a Renaissance Zone by getting assistance from Jim Gartin of the Greater Fargo Moorhead EDC.  The Council approved this action.

The Tax Equalization Meeting has been scheduled for Monday, April 11, 2016 at 8:00 a.m. 

Past Due Water and Sewer accounts were reviewed.  Eight disconnect notices and one past due notice will be sent out on February 12th.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, March 14, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with the Tax Equalization Meeting following at 8:00 a.m.
