The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on February 9, 2015 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Erickson and Dahl present.  Kyle Meyer and Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and Deputy Joe Hedin and one other guest were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Knott and second by Dahl to approve the January minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $89.65; Inter-Community Telephone - $51.34; Farm Plan - $1,173.75; Payroll Taxes - $220.64; Otter Tail Power Co. - $912.38; M & M Grocery - $15.00; ND Insurance Department (Boiler Inspection ) - $90.00; Workforce Safety and Insurance.- $707.34; Cass County Treasurer - $57.18; Page Regional Airport Authority - $85.00.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,258.00; City of Fargo - $14.21; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $303.20; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,622.00; ND One Call - $2.20; Railroad Management Company - $160.78; ND Rural Water Systems Association (Water Expo seminar fee) - $205.00.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Kelvin Mack will be in Bismarck for the ND Rural Water Systems Association Water Expo Wednesday through Friday of this week.  
Deputy Joe Hedin was introduced to the City Council as the City’s new liaison with the Cass County Sheriff’s Office.

Kyle Meyer of Moore Engineering was present at the meeting to discuss with the Council the condition of the City streets and if any plans have been made for street repairs.  Previous estimates made about a year ago for the mill and overlay of streets were $1.2 million - $1.5 million.  After a lengthy discussion, the Council decided to wait two to three years for any major street improvements.  Moore Engineering stated they would continue to assist the City in looking for any financial means to help in this area if the needs arises sooner.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering stated there were no further updates on the Storm Sewer/Gate Valve project.  Work will continue in the spring with a completion date in the middle of June.
Mike of Dirt Pro LLC presented a bid to the Council for the removal of trailer house and cleanup of property located at 505 Argus Avenue in the amount of $7500.00.  Other options for the cleanup were discussed and a decision will be made at a later meeting.  The propane tank located on the property will be put up for sale at an asking price of $750.00.  There are at least three individuals interested at this time.  They will be contacted and if they are no longer interested a sign will be posted listing the tank for sale.

Dahl stated that he would like a notice posted and put in newsletter that the Park is looking for someone to mow the park this season.  

Mike Eslinger was present at the meeting to inquire about drainage near the property he just purchased.  The Council stated they would like into this situation to make sure drainage will be done to correct any issues that may arise before construction starts on the site.
Knott stated that he has heard that the purchase price on the Page Body Shop has been drastically lowered and was wondering if the City should look into this.  Further discussion on whether to purchase or build a new shop was tabled until a later meeting.

There was also a discussion on the apartment complex near the City Shop possibly adding another garage and using city property as a driveway.  It was decided this is no longer feasible and would like the complex to investigate an alternate design.

Larck stated that the Page Development Corporation has asked about the possibility of listing housing availability in the City newsletter and website.  The Auditor stated that this would indeed be possible, but this information needs to be sent to the city office (PO Box 62) or to the city’s email address (auditor@pagend.com) before the 15th of each month to be included in that month’s newsletter.  The auditor stated that if any organization has an event scheduled that they would like included in the newsletter please forward that information to the auditor.

The Tax Equalization Meeting will be held on Monday, April 13th at 7:00 a.m.  The auditor stated that the Director of Equalization Frank Klein has contacted her and said that Vanguard will be starting field work in 2016 for the 2017 assessments.

The City’s 2014 Audit and 2014 Financial Statement were reviewed by the Council.
Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next regular Council meeting will be Monday, March 9, 2015 at 7:00 a.m.
