The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 13, 2014 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Dahl and Heidorn present.  Erickson and Knott were absent.   Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering and Kelvin Mack were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the November and December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $92.43; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.72; Farm Plan - $74.32; Payroll Taxes - $589.00; Otter Tail Power Co. - $790.03; Galesburg Elevator - $801.60; Menards - $46.92; RDO - $114.04; Hope Electric - $330.83; M&M Grocery - $9.29; Cass County Reporter - $59.40.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $663.92; Otter Tail Power Company – $212.29; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,328.00; NDRWSA - $200.00.
Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Items Discussed:
1) Tom Klabunde of Moore Engineering stated that they have completed the CDBG application for the Storm Sewer improvements and will submit grant application this month.
2) Moore Engineering has looked through their records dating back to 1960 and found that these records are showing that 13,417 feet of ACP pipe was installed and 665 feet of Cast Iron Pipe.  They believe that most of the Cast Iron was installed under the railroad tracks but cannot be certain.  It was suggested that the water main on the east side of Morton Avenue be explored by using hydro-excavating procedure.  The estimated cost for this is $3,000.00.    Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to authorize Moore Engineering to hire Jet-Way to explore water main.  Motion carried unanimously. Based on water main findings, the water main replacement can be added to CDBG application.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl by add water main project to CDBG application.  Motion carried unanimously.
3) Street improvements were also discussed by Moore Engineering.  Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to authorize Moore Engineering to prepare Engineers Report.  Motion carried unanimously. There was also a motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to approve the Engineering Report.  Motion carried unanimously.  Klabunde also suggested that the City pass a Resolution of Necessity for the Street Project. It was decided to table this until a full council is present.  The City Council also discussed that the City may want to get another opinion on the condition of our streets and what kind of improvements need to be done.  

4) The Council has again been approached by a City resident asking if the City would like to take over his property lease with BNSF. This comes with two buildings.  The lease is $1500.00 per year.  Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to turn down this offer.  Motion carried unanimously.

5) Motion by Dahl and second by Heidorn to start procedure to raise sales tax by 1 per cent designating this for street improvements and to get on ballot for June election.  Motion carried unanimously.

6) Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to designate Quality Bank of Page as the depository for public funds and also Elm River Credit Union for the Repair and Maintenance funds for water and sewer.  Motion carried unanimously.

7) The 2013 City Financial Statement was reviewed.  This will be placed in the Cass County Reporter and the City Newsletter for the public’s review.
8) Park District needs were discussed.  It is possible a new mower will need to be purchased.  Dahl will research what is needed and get prices for new mower.

9) Kelvin Mack stated that the Maintainer is in need of repairs again. The Council stated that these repairs should be done but would also like to look at some options on getting a truck with plow or blade for tractor.  

10) Correspondence was reviewed.  The Auditor stated that it is time to prepare for June election.

11) Past due water bills were discussed. 
There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, February 10, 2014 at 8:00 a.m.
