The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 8, 2018 at 7:00 a.m. with Jim Heidorn, Matt Erickson, Julie Bankers, Arnie Bankers and Natalie Nitschke present.   Deputy Rufat Agayev, Paul Kalibabky of Waste Management, David Fraedrich of Fraedrich Transport and one other guest were also present.  Acting Mayor Heidorn opened the meeting.
Motion by A. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve the December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by J. Bankers and second by Erickson to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
The following items were discussed:
1) Garbage services were discussed.  The Agreement with Waste Management will expire at the end of 2018.  Representatives from Waste Management and Fraedrich Transport of Enderlin were present at the meeting to outline how they could benefit the City.  Recycling is a concern of the Council and would like to see this addressed by both companies.  Bids from each company will be presented to the Council and reviewed at the next Council meeting.  The Council thanked Paul Kalibabky of Waste Management and David Fraedrich of Fraedrich Transport for attending the meeting. 
2) Deputy Rufat Agayev introduced himself to the Council.  Deputy Agayev will be replacing Deputy Mortenson as our new liaison with the Sheriff’s office.  December’s report was presented to the Council.  There were five calls for service with three of those being rural.  The Council welcomed Deputy Agayev.
3) Two estimates were reviewed by the Council on the office space renovation.  A third company texted the Auditor this morning and stated he should have his estimate to the Council shortly. Once this estimate is received the Council will meet and make a decision.  
4) Nitschke stated that there is a birthday party scheduled in the Auditorium on January 20th and as she will be gone that weekend she will need someone available to provide keys, etc. to the party.  The Auditor stated that she would do so.  

5)  A resident was present at the meeting to get more information on election forms needed to place name on ballot and would like more information on ordinances, etc.  The Council stated that the Ordinances are in the process of being updated and will be available for review as soon as that is done.  The City 2017 Financial Statement will also be available in a few weeks.  This will be posted in the City newsletter and also in the Cass County Reporter.

6) The second reading of Ordinance No. 2017-01 and Ordinance No. 2017-02 was done.  Motion by J. Bankers and second by Nitschke to approve both ordinances and adopt each as read.  Motion carried unanimously.
7) Mayor Heidorn stated that he has been approached by the Page Development Corporation stating that they have an opening on the Board and would like to see someone from the City Council fill this seat.  The Council agreed that Jim Heidorn should fill this position.  

8) Past due water bills were discussed.
