The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on January 9, 2017 at 7:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Heidorn, Erickson and Bankers all present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Bankers and second by Knott to approve the December minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $97.37; Inter-Community Telephone - $52.50; John Deere Financial - $1,025.30; Payroll Taxes - $80.32; Otter Tail Power Co. - $847.69; Midwest Pest Control - $84.00; Hope Electric - $1,135.57; Teresa Heidorn - $60.00; ERCU Visa - $158.16. WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,315.80;  City of Fargo - $14.00; Otter Tail Power Company – $233.65; Cass Rural Water Users - $1,622.00; Jim Heidorn (City Maintenance) - $1,899.25;  Payroll Taxes - $150.23;  ERCU Visa - $463.29.  HIGHWAY TAX FUND:  CLM Services (Snow removal) - $2,702.50.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s Report and pay bills as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

The following items were discussed:
1. Moore Engineering was not present at the meeting as the Street Improvements Project is on hold until spring.

2.  Heidorn expressed the need for a building to store equipment as the extremely cold weather has been hard on the tractor and other equipment.  The Council will explore various options to this problem.

3. There will be a vacancy on the Council in March as Justin Knott is moving out of town and will resign.  His term will expire June 2018 so the Council will need to appoint someone to fill that vacancy until then. 

4. Page Community Club meeting on Tuesday, January 17th at 6:30 pm at Page Café.  Please encourage everyone to attend.

5. Waste Management has informed the City of an increase in their rate effective in January.  Motion by Erickson and second by Heidorn to increase the monthly garbage rate by $1.00 effective with February billing.  Motion carried unanimously. The Council also discussed looking into the possibility of obtaining recycling bins.

6. The ND Cares project was discussed.  Motion by Knott and second by Erickson to pass a resolution of support for this project.  Motion carried unanimously.  A steering committee of 3 to 5 residents will be needed to direct this project.  The American Legion and Auxiliary will be approached for ideas.

7. Correspondence was reviewed.  No action taken.
8. Past Due water bills were discussed.  Four past due notices and twelve disconnect notices will be sent out 1/12/17.
