The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on July 11, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. with Larck, Atkinson, Erickson and Evert present.  Knott was absent.  Bob Stevens was also present.  Kyle of Moore Engineering and Tim of H & H Coatings were also present.  Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Motion by Atkinson and second by Erickson to approve the June minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:

Motion by Evert and second by Atkinson to approve Auditor's Report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.
Tim of H&H Coatings was present at the meeting to establish when he could get started on the Water Tower Project.  Unfortunately, because the Federal Government has not approved the Federal budget yet, we are still awaiting the grant funds for the project.  Until the grant money has been approved, work on the Water Tower project cannot begin.  Motion by Erickson and second by Evert to give H&H Coatings approval to purchase handrails and do other Maintenance work covered under our contract with them with the understanding this work would be under $10,000.  Motion approved unanimously.  It is hoped that grant funds will be available soon.
Kyle of Moore Engineering stated that the Sewer Rehabilitation Project has a good chance of being funded in the next month or so at the National level.  

Job Description for Public Works position reviewed and approved for posting.

Evert discussed that some residents have been concerned that the siren does not sound when there is bad weather.  It was advised that residents sign up for CodeRed.  They will receive a phone call when bad weather is near.  TThe auditor will included information about this in the next newsletter and also place on the city’s website.
Discussion on the Renaissance Zone was again tabled for another meeting.

Past due water bills were discussed.  Shut off notices will be sent to four accounts.
