The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on July 11, 2016 at 7:00 a.m. with Knott, Heidorn and Bankers present.  Larck and Erickson were absent.  Justin Hall of Moore Engineering and Deputy Nitschke were also present.  Council President Knott opened the meeting.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Bankers to approve the June minutes. Motion carried unanimously.

The auditor stated that a letter has been received from Cass Rural Water Users stating that there will be a rate increase January 2017.  Waste Management will also probably have an increase at that time. Rate increases will be discussed at the next Council meeting.
Heidorn stated that the evergreen trees in the RV Park are in very bad shape and would like to remove them and plant shade trees in their place.  Knott stated that he would look at the trees and he said that fall would be a good time to do this project.  

Bankers stated that she has noticed some intersections are being hindered by tree branches overhanging the streets.  The intersections will be inspected for this problem and will also see what other trimming needs to be done before winter snow removal.  

Correspondence was reviewed.
