NEW VOLUNTEERS WILLING TO TAKE THE EMT COURSE AND SIGN UP FOR SHIFTS ARE NEEDED OR THE SERVICE WILL NOT CONTINUE AS IS.  WE HAVE ALREADY HAD TO BRING HUNTER AMBULANCE HERE TO COVER A CALL FOR US AND THAT WILL HAPPEN MORE AND MORE AS OUR VOLUNTEERS ARE NOT AVAILABLE.

     THE EMT COURSE IS 120 HOURS AND MUCH OF IT IS DONE ON LINE A FEW NIGHTS A WEEK OVER THE COURSE OF 3-4 MONTHS.  THERE WILL BE A FALL COURSE AND ALSO A WINTER COURSE.  ALL EXPENSES INVOLVED ARE PAID BY THE SERVICE SO THERE IS NO COST OTHER THAN TIME FOR THOSE INTERESTED.  A COMMITMENT TO TAKE CALLS OVER A YEAR’S TIME WILL BE A PART OF THAT COST AND TOKEN PAY IS GIVEN FOR SHIFTS TAKEN.  THIS IS A SERVICE WE WANT TO KEEP IN OUR COMMUNITY.  IF YOU ARE WILLING TO BECOME AN EMT CONTACT NANCY AT 701-668-2395 OR ANY SQUAD MEMBER.
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    Cass County residents have the option of receiving severe weather warnings by phone through the CodeRED Weather Warning alert system option.  The option will call residents to warn them of tornadoes, severe thunderstorms and flash floods.  Residents may specify which types of storm warning alerts they would like to receive.  If you have signed up for CodeRED in the past you do NOT need to re-sign up every year unless there has been a phone number or address change.  Residents can sign up for CodeRED by going to the Cass County website at www.casscountynd.gov.  A link to CodeRED can also be found on the City’s website at www.pagend.com.  The system asks that you please assist family, friends and neighbors in signing up for the CodeRED system if they are unable to do so themselves.  Residents can also call (701) 476-4068 to sign up.
