The regular meeting of the Page City Council was held on July 2, 2013 at 8:00 a.m. with Larck, Knott, Dahl and Heidorn present.  Erickson was absent.   Kelvin Mack and two other guests were also present. Mayor Larck opened the meeting.
Mayor Larck administered the Oath of Office to new Council Member Justin Dahl.

Motion by Knott and second by Heidorn to approve the June minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Auditor's report was given and the following bills presented for approval:
GENERAL FUND:  Waste Management - $90.64; Inter-Community Telephone - $50.63; Farm Plan - $402.45; Payroll Taxes - $574.60; Otter Tail Power Co. - $634.26;  Cass County Reporter - $75.84; Swanston Equipment  - $116.50; ND Insurance Department - $564.39.  WATER & SEWER:  Waste Management - $1,228.08; City of Fargo - $14.00; Payroll Taxes - $617.36; Otter Tail Power Co. – $74.32; Cass Rural Water Users - $2,248.00; Waste Management (Clean-up Week) - $1,766.86; ND One Call - $3.30; Post Office - $5.32.
Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to approve Auditor’s report and to pay the bills presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Brooks Whitmore and Mike Eslinger of Dirt Pro were present at the meeting to discuss the cleaning of the east ditch.  They estimate the work to be about $5,000.00.  Heidorn will talk to farm owner in order to gain access to ditch.  He was authorized to offer up to $1,000 to the farm owner for any damage to crop.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to authorize Dirt Pro to proceed with the project contingent on approval from landowner.  Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion on Punton building was tabled until next meeting as a letter was received by them that work would begin on the building by July 15th.

Discussion on trailer bids was tabled as estimates have not been received as yet.  The Council is looking at possibly spending about $2,000.00.

Street repairs were also tabled until next meeting as representatives from Moore Engineering were not present at meeting.

The Drinking Water Quality Report was presented to the Council for their review.  

Property insurance was reviewed.  It was discussed about increasing insurance on water tower, city shop and personal property.  

A fall clean-up week was discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Dahl to have a Fall Clean-Up Week October 6 thru October 12.  Motion carried unanimously.
The dumpsters located at the park will be moved to the City Shop.  Waste Management is having a problem with those dumpsters as construction material and other unacceptable materials were being placed in these dumpsters.

A donation to Page Cemetery Association was discussed.  Motion by Heidorn and second by Knott to make a donation of $1,000.00 to the Page Cemetery Association.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mosquito Control was discussed.  Mosquito dunks have been placed in ditches and other areas with standing water.  These need to be retreated after any rain.  The elevator has some different ones that may be more effective.  Kelvin will look into these.  

Past due water bills were reviewed.

There being no further business brought before the Council, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be Monday, August 12, 2013 at 8:00 a.m.
